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Training Attendance Breaks All Records 
THE attendance figures for the 1928 

field training, just compiled by the 
Division Adjutant, show that all previous 
records have been relegated to the scra 
heap and that we have good reason to 
be proud of our accomplishment. 

19,337 officers and men participated in 
the 1928 field training out of 20,981 
whose names appeared on the rolls. This 
left only 1644 absentees and figures up to 
the truly remarkable percentage of 92.16 
present. 

13,507 trained at Camp Smith, 4,347 
were at Pine Camp, 2,203 at Fort On­
tario, 819 at Fort H. G. Wright and 105 
at Fort Leonard Wood. 

By arms of the service the Coast Ar­
tillery, which had 92.74. Then follow in 
centage of attendance of 95.51, well ahead 
of the second contestant, the Field Ar­
tillery has the honor to lead with a per 
order the Infantry with 91.72, the Cav­
alry with 91.57 and the various auxiliary 
troops with 90.38.

On this showing twenty-four organiza­
tions will be rated Excellent (over 90 
per cent) six more Very Satisfactory

work, especially in the cases of the 
369th Infantry who raised their 1927 fig­
ures by 7.36 per cent, the 14th with an 
increase of 6.97 per cent, the 212th Ar­
tillery with 5.82 per cent and the 106th 
with 5.15 per cent. 

We have surely given ourselves a high 
mark to shoot at in 1929 but still we 
felt the same last year with what seems 
now to have been a very modest 90.36. 
Maybe some year soon everybody will be 
there for field training.

THE often times heard expression "It

13, 14 and 15, 1928, in Hot Springs, 
Arkansas. 

Secretaries of the various state asso­
ciations are deluged with correspondence 
from national headquarters, telling in the 
main of the mammoth preparations be­
ing made for the entertainment of the 
incoming delegates and guests. 

According to dispatches from the of­
fice of Brig. Gen. J. S. Harris, the Ad­
jutant General of Arkansas, who is also 
chairman of the committee on arrange­
ments, the "Hot Springs" convention 
promises to equal if not surpass all pre­
vious conventions—barring none. 

To the veteran delegate such a pre­
diction is rather a broad one on the part 
of the "home committee" to make, and 
it is our guess that they have under­
taken quite a difficult task, to say the 
least. Particularly is this true when we 
recall to memory the pleasant times en­
joyed during the conventions in St. Au­
gustine, Florida, and St. Paul, Minne­
sota. 

However, New Yorkers become Mis-
sourians when statements of this type 
and character are afloat and again the 
delegates of the Empire State will sally 
forth to the tune of "show me."

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Taps on Fort Ontario Activities 
ON August 12th the last unit of the 

N. Y. N. G. to train at Fort On­
tario, the 258th Field Artillery of Kings-
bridge Road, New York City, arrived in 
Oswego, headed by Colonel Paul Loeser 
one thousand strong. 

The troops arrived over the New York 
Central Railroad in one special train of 
17 cars and unloaded at the entrance to 
the local army post.

Among the guests of the regiment 
during its field training was Major Gen­
eral Elmore F. Austin of New York 
City, who retired last May from the Na-
ional Guard after years of conspicuous 
military service. He was Colonel of the 
258th for many years and was in com­
mand the first year the regiment came to 
Fort Ontario Summer camp. Later he 
was made Brigadier-General in command 
of the 52nd Field Artillery Brigade and 
then retired on May 8, 1928 as a Major-
General. 

Brigadier General Franklin W. Ward, 
the Adjutant General of the State also 
inspected the regiment. 

In an interview with the Oswego 
Times the Camp Quartermaster, Captain 
Burt W. Phillips said: 

There are pending before the Militia 
Bureau of the War Department, recom­
mendations for construction of four 
cement block buildings for the use of the 
troops and to add to the convenience and 
permanency of the camp. There has 
been hope expressed that final approval 
of appropriations for the buildings would 
be made this fall to get the improve­
ments under way before winter, but there 
is no certainty this will happen. 

Plans before the Militia Bureau at 
Washington provide for the erection of 
a group of buildings, one of which will 
be divided into three sections for the 
permanent storage of equipment of the 
244th Coast Artillery, 212th Coast Ar­
tillery and the 258th Field Artillery. A 
second concrete building of the same size 
is planned for the housing of motor and 
other military equipment, including guns. 
It is also planned to move the present 
Camp Quartermaster headquarters from 

its present location near the officers' sec­
tion, to a point near Ninth street, for 
convenience sake, and to erect a new per­
manent Quartermaster's headquarters. 
This would place the Quartermaster's 
department close to the administration 
end of the camp and in a building 100 
feet long by 30 feet wide, with increased 
storage facilities. 

A fourth permanent building recom­
mended would be used as an officers' 
mess and to have the present wooden 
building used as a mess hall for recrea­
tional headquarters for the different regi­
ments. The present camp has no such 
facilities. It has also been recommended 
to replace the present wooden tent floors 
with concrete floors, an experiment which 
has been tried in western camps with 
great success.

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108th Infantry 1928 Baseball Champions

THE 108th Infantry baseball team, 

fulfilling its promise of last year, 

and winning the final game of the sea­

son against the 102nd Engineers, became 

our 1928 baseball champions, and will be 

the first team to have their name en­

graved on the new Wadsworth Trophy.

27th Division Staff and State Staff Officers at Field Training 

WITHOUT doubt the 1928 Field 
Training of the 27th Division Staff

From the State Staff there were pres­
ent Colonel Metz, Major Downs, Major 
Suavet, Captain George Berry, and that 
fragile but ever present and ever wel­
come Lieutenant Colonel, Medical De­
partment, "Dolly" Lyons. 

The first week was spent in a series 
of interesting conferences in the morn­
ings conducted by the various instruc­
tors in preparation for the second week's 
command post exercises, and in equita­
tion and target practice during the after­
noons. With Lieut. Col. Poillon taking 
the infant class in equitation, much prog­
ress was made by our novices in the 
noble art of horsemanship; that is, after 
some of them had had their saddles 
stretched so that they could get into 
them and had learned that it was per­
fectly proper to "let down the gang­
plank" to afford easier access thereto. 

Those who ought to have known better 
were put in charge of that dashing caval­
ryman of the old school, our own Beau 
Sabreur, Jack Reynolds, just returned 
from his triumphs with the King and 
Queen of Spain, and by him were led 
over rolling rocks, bottomless swamps, 
and other totally impossible routes, to 
Anthony's Nose and other inaccessible 
fastnesses, the only saving feature of the 
entire performance being that G-2 had 
no breath left at any time to give us the 
benefit of his opinion on "War, as such" 
or other topics of the day. 

Under Lieutenant Lindewall the staff 
made such progress on the range that 
our pistol qualifications far exceeded 
those of 1927. 

By Monday, the 2nd of September, all 
were strengthened by Hi Taylor's cuisine 
to such an extent that neither life nor 
death held further terrors for them ex­

cept to wonder what the size of the mess 
bills were going to be and we got down 
to the real work. 

The 27th Division, encamped on the 
emerald shores of Lake Oscawanna with 
its C. P. in the back room of Abeles, 
and from which position they were pro­
tecting the right flank of the Blue Army 
which extended from Brewster to Sandy 
Hook, Conn., was informed that a Red 
force, strength undetermined, had 
marched north to interfere with their 
quiet existence and were camped on the 
southern shores of the Croton Reservoir. 
Tearing ourselves from the restraining 
arms of Rachel and Rebecca we sternly 
marched south the next morning to in­
tercept the invader and safeguard the 
metropolis of Peekskill, New York, from 
sword and torch. 

At this point the instructors intro­
duced the first of their surprise pack-

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ages. General Haskell and his staff were 
taken to Hill 400. The Division was on 
the march in two columns. The old C. 
P . alone was functioning. A new situa­
tion revealed that the enemy, probably a 
division reinforced by a regiment of 155 
Hows. and some cavalry, had marched 
north in three columns and was in con­
flict with our advance guard. The Gen­
eral correctly decided that a defensive 
for the time was imperative, but alas for 
the peace of mind of the instructors, he 
refused his left flank in such a fashion 
that they had to sit up all night to re­
write the second day's work. Score to 
date, 1 to 0 in favor of the Staff. 

Having made the decision, warning 
and finally formal orders had to go to 
the Brigades and all concerned, all Com­
mand Posts had to be established and 
the rest of the day passed as quietly and 
peacefully as at a political headquarters 
on election night. 

The next day we took up the action 
from 12 noon. General Metz, that vet­
eran of many of these campaigns, and 
General Reagan, just elevated to the star 
and fighting his last fight, had consoli­
dated their positions with the able as­
sistance of Executives Taylor and Mc-
Dermott and were ready for anything. 
General Lovell, that veteran artilleryman, 
sometimes masquerading as a G-l, being 
unable to distribute his artillery in depth 
had fooled them by distributing it in 
width and waited only for the word to 
start the slaughter. G-2 had already 
identified twenty-four of the enemy's 
twelve battalions and had all of the Red 
batteries neatly marked down in the 
vicinity of our own regimental reserve 
line with the exception of one which 
seemed to be firing from dense cover in 
the middle of the Hudson River. G-4 
Loree and Acting G-l Mundy were still 

at Abeles and quite willing to stay there. 
With the exception of the steady whir 
of the machinery in the G-2 tent a death­
ly stillness prevailed. 

Suddenly the enemy attacked in full 
force. G-3 sprang into immediate action 
and commenced to dictate to Assistant 
Tommy Downs with one hand and As­
sistant Charlie Berry with the other hand 
while talking over the phone to both 
brigades at the same time. As one man, 
all of the onlookers dashed for the G-3 
tent and it disappeared from view in the 
dense crowd and was seen no more for 
the rest of the exercise. 

The enemy's attack prospered. We 
knew it would. General Reagan's center 
was bent back in an ingrowing curve 
which was most unusual and uncomfort­
able. General Metz's left flank received 
the full brunt of the enemy main blow 
and was forced to retire. Reagan, that 
master of the riposte, attacked and 
straightened out his front to its usual 
majestic convexity but Metz's case was 
becoming desperate. The General dug G-3 
out of the crowd of visiting firemen 
around his map board and asked for his 
estimate of the situation. G-3 at once 
justified his Leavenworth training by ob­
serving that the symptoms were unques­
tionably those which called for a counter­
attack. The orders were hastily written. 
Two battalions of the 108th and the 27th 
Tank Company were rushed to the rescue. 
When the instructors received the orders, 
stern discipline alone prevented their 
bursting into cheers. No night work for 
them that night. We had hit it and the 
day was saved. Thus ended the second 
day. 

The third day's work started theoreti­
cally at 6:00 P. M. Our counter-attack 
prospered. The balance of the 101st Cav­
alry was rushing to our aid. But the 

fiendish ingenuity of the Board of In­
structors was not yet foiled. Two new 
enemy divisions have appeared on the 
scene. One of them approaches our left 
flank. What a night, what a night! G-3 
was appealed to. Again Leavenworth 
justified itself. With perfect calm he an­
nounced "The symptoms call for what? 
A retirement. When? At once. Where? 
To a position between Lake Oscawanna 
and Lake Mohegan. How? In two col­
umns. Why? To improve our position 
and continue to protect the left flank of 
the Blue Army. How do I know this? 
Because at Leavenworth I did not do it 
and got a U for not doing it." The Gen­
eral and the Chief of Staff conferred 
briefly. The Chief of Staff told the Gen­
eral that G-3 had once been right (some 
time around 1898) and there was a fifty-
fifty chance that he might be again. They 
took the chance. The orders for the re­
tirement were hastily written. Cries of 
baffled rage from the Instructors mingled 
with screams of joy when they realized 
that they would again not have to sit up 
all night. 

Realizing that to continue the conflict 
longer was hopeless against such odds 
Colonel Huguet announced that the ex­
ercise was over except for the critique 
and that we were free to return to the 
luxuries of the Pullman Hotel a la 
Taylor and the Forgett Inn and Out. 

At the critique next day we learned 
all about our virtues and our short­
comings, bouquets and wreaths of poison-
ivy were distributed with impartial hands 
and a pleasant time was had by all. 

In all seriousness there is no doubt 
that the exercise was thoroughly thought 
out, carefully prepared for and well 
handled by our Instructors and that no 
one of us could have failed or did fail 
to gain much from the two weeks' work. 

Our visitors were many. General Ely, 
General Hammond, General Parker with 
Colonels and Lieutenant Colonels galore. 
All seemed to feel that the 27th Staff 
was working hard and getting a lot out 
of it. 

No account of the training should 
omit mention of the troops who assisted. 
especially the 101st Signal Battalion, the 
27th Signal Company and other Special 
Troops which were omnipresent and in­
variably efficient.

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Regimental Historical Sketches 
By COLONEL DeWITT CLINTON FALLS 

156th FIELD A R T I L L E R Y 
The 156th Field Artillery was or­

ganized on April 27th, 1898, as the 1st 
Regiment of Infantry, from the 10th 
Battalion, Albany (See 10th Infantry) 
and the following Separate Companies 
3rd (Oneonta) 5th (Newburgh) 14th 
(Kingston) 15th (Poughkeepsie) 20th 
(Binghamton) 24th (Middletown) 33rd 
(Walton) 44th (Utica). It was re­
organized in 1899 the 10th Battalion re­
turning to a separate organization status 
and its place being filled by other sep­
arate companies. A further reorganiza­
tion took place in 1905 when some of its 
separate companies were transferred to 
other organizations and new ones re­
placing them in the 1st. Its first call for 
Federal Service was for the Spanish 
American War immediately after its 
reorganization when it was mustered in 
on May 20, 1898 and mustered out Feb­
ruary 20, 1899. During its term of Ser­
vice though it did not enter this thea­
tre of active operations, it performed 
several months garrison duty in this 
country and Hawaii. During the Mex­
ican Border trouble in 1916 the regiment 
was mobilized and held at the State Camp 
at Peekskill as a reserve organization 
and did not serve with that part of 
the National Guard that went to Texas. 

The 1st was one of the organizations 
selected for the guarding of public 
property and utilities previous to the 
declaration of the World War, and re­
mained on that duty from March 30, 

1917 until September when it was mob­
ilized with the National Guard of New 
York at Camp Wadsworth, Spartenburg, 
S. C. for training. Upon the reorganiza­
tion of the Guard, the 1st furnished 25 
officers and 1600 men to the 107th Infan­
try and additional men to the 106th Field 
Artillery and 102nd Engineers to bring 
these organizations up to full War 
strength. With the remaining personnel 
as a nucleus, and drafts of men from the 
National Army, the regiment was re­
organized as the 55th Pioneer Infantry 
and as such served with the American 
Expeditionary Forces in France. It is im­
possible to give any accurate account of 
the duty performed in the State Service 
in aid of the civil authorities. The vari­
ous Separate Companies which from time 
to time have been a part of this organ­
ization have while independent or as 
members of other regiments all had their 
share of this duty and it is therefore 
pretty safe to say that representatives of 
this regiment have been present at all 
important calls of the State for such serv­
ice during recent years. 

During the World War, the 1st Regi­
ment New York Guard was organized 
for State Service, but with a different 
distribution than that prior to the war, 
having some companies of the old 1st, 
some of the former 10th and some new 
units. It was to this command with the 
returned personnel of the 55th Pioneers 
and the detailed men from the 107th 
that revived the old Guard removed 

three of the companies to become units 
of divisional troops of the 27th Division, 
and the remaining companies of the 1st 
were reorganized as the 132nd Ammuni­
tion Train. On April 17, 1924, the 132nd 
Ammunition Trains with the addition of 
the Peekskill unit of the Quarter Mas­
ter's Corps were again reorganized as 
the 156th Field Artillery and attached to 
the 69th Field Artillery Brigade of the 
44th Division. Previous to the organiza­
tion of the regiment the various units 
that made up its original composition 
each had their own destructive uniforms. 
In the above sketch are shown some of 
these separate companies in their distinc­
tive uniforms as given in the Adjutant 
General's report of 1880. The writer 
realizes that many of these organizations 
at other periods of their history were 
difficultly equipped and if such was the 
case and authentic details are sent to the 
Guardsman, it will be glad to publish 
such uniforms in a subsequent article. 
Reading from left to right the description 
of the sketch is as follows; 3rd Separate 
Company, Oneonta, Dark Blue Coat, 
Light Blue Trousers, White trimmings, 5 
Separate Company, Newburgh, Cadet 
Grey, Black trimmings, grey trousers in 
winter. 14th Separate Company, King­
ston, Dark Blue Coat, Light Blue Trous­
ers, Light Blue and Gold Trimmings. 
20th Separate Company, Binghamton, 
Cadet Grey, Black and Gold Trimmings. 
15th Separate Company, Poughkeepsie,

Guardsmen Have Chance 
For West Point 

UNDER the Act of Congress au— 

thorizing the appointment of enlist­

ed men of the National Guard as cadets 

at the United States Military Academy, 

West Point, the Governor of the State 

will select ten or more candidates from 

the New York National Guard to take 

the regular entrance examination to that 

Academy. 

The selection will be from successful 

competitors in a preliminary examination 

to be held November 9 and 10 at various 

points throughout the state as announced 

later. 

The examinations will be along the 

Military Academy scope and in the fol­

lowing subjects: Algebra to include 

quadratic equations and progressions, 

plane geometry, English grammar, Eng­

lish composition, English literature and 

general and United States history. Alge­

bra and history on November 9th and 

the balance on the 10th. 

An enlisted man who desires to take 
the preliminary examination will forward 
through his company and regimental com­
mander, an application in the form of a 
letter so that same will reach The Adju­
tant General of the State, Albany, N. Y., 
on or before November 1, 1928. Ap­
plicants will be required to successfully 
pass a physical examination similar to 
that required for entrance to the Military 
Academy before taking the preliminary 
examination. This physical examination 
will be conducted by a medical officer 
or a reputable civilian physician and the 
result will be forwarded to this office on 

M. B. Form No. 21, with the answers 
of the candidates to the questions asked 
in the preliminary examination. 

The candidates selected by the Gov­
ernor as a result of the preliminary ex­
amination will be authorized by the War 
Department to report for the regular en­
trance examination to West Point, which 
is scheduled to be held beginning on 
March 5, 1929, and the appointments 
available on July 1, 1929, will be awarded 
to qualified candidates in the order of 
merit established at that examination, 
which is competitive among all National 
Guard candidates. 

To be eligible for appointment from 
the National Guard, an applicant must, 
at the time of designation, be an enlisted 
man of a unit recognized by the Federal 
Government. He must, on the date of ad­
mission, July 1, 1929, have served as an 
enlisted man not less than one year, must 
be between the ages of nineteen and 
twenty-two years, and must be not less 
than five feet, four inches in height. 
The age and service requirements are 
statutory and cannot be waived or modi­
fied, but it is not essential that the service 
be continuous, so that former service in 
the National Guard may be counted in 
determining an applicant's eligibility. 
Similar service with an organization prior 
to its recognition by the Federal Govern­
ment may be considered, the date of en­
listment of the soldier governing, and not 
that of the recognition of the unit. No 
candidate will be admitted to the Acad­
emy, who has, at the time of presenting 
himself, any disorder of an infectious or 
immoral character. Candidates must be 
unmarried. This office will furnish to 
commanding officers requesting same, a 
pamphlet, issued by the War Department, 
giving all of the requirements for en­
trance to the Military Academy and 
showing the nature and scope of the en­
trance examination.

Editorial 

The Military Tournament 

STARTING on Monday, October 15th, and 
continuing for the balance of the week, the 
New York National Guard will present to the 
public in Madison Square Garden, New York 

City, the second Military Tournament which has 
been held since the World War. 

I wish to impress upon every National Guards­
man, commissioned or enlisted, commanding officer 
or private, how important to us the success of this 
exhibition will be and how necessary it is for every­
one to do his share, whatever that may be, to put this 
undertaking across to a success which will mean 
its continuance. 

The British Army has long been accustomed to 
the presentation of such military spectacles. They 
are magnificently staged and are patronized by thou­
sands of spectators. No one who is in England at 
the time of one of these shows should miss seeing it, 
but all who have attended will also tell you that the 
exhibitions are so popular that tickets are as hard 
to get as they are for our big football games. 

This seems to me to show not only that these 
tournaments are worth seeing but also that the British public 
is interested in its Army, a very desirable condition of affairs. 

Conditions in our own country are well known. While our 
people have always supported and made much of the army in 
times of war, their general attitude in times of peace has been 
apathetic to say the least. 

I think this is partly if not largely the fault of the Army. It 
has never advertised itself. It has kept out of sight. While 
recruiting sergeants are familiar sights, seldom do we get a 
chance to see any bodies of men. The public forgets what it does 
not see, but if anyone is vigorous enough and insistent enough to 
demand attention, that attention is invariably given. 

Our regular army is now so scattered that it is practically im­
possible for it to make this effort to attract special attention, but 
in our new National Guard we have a strong, virile force that, at 
least within the borders of its own state, can and should demand 
notice. 

Last year, in a preliminary effort to demand such notice, we 
revived the Military Tournament, which under the auspices of 
the Military Athletic League, was presented for a number of 
years before the war. 

Our first show, while frankly an experiment, was successful. 
As an exhibition of the training of the New York National 
Guard it far surpassed any previous tournament. Presented dur­
ing a week of atrocious weather, it attracted sufficient spectators 
to more than pay expenses and to convince the management of 
the Garden that it was worth further trial. 

The objects of the tournament are Publicity and Profit. 

We wish to show the Guard to the people. We wish to "sell" 
the Guard to the people. We are proud of it, we believe that they 
will be also if they see what it can do. The Guard should be 
something that every young man would aspire to join as soon as 
he reaches military age. It can be made so. 

The profit objective is two-fold. First, a financial profit, be­
cause we cannot afford to run the tournament at a loss, especially 
since the Garden management is composed of cool-headed busi­
ness men who will not rent their plant to a losing venture. Not 
only must we pay expenses but we must make enough profit to 
ensure the continuance of our venture. Secondly, a profit in 
public interest and in recruiting is sure if we put on a good 
successful show. Many spectators said last year that they had no 
previous idea that the Guard was capable of such an exhibition 
as it had given. Publicity is the cure for many ills. It is the 
panacea for that bugbear of the company commander — 
recruiting. 

These aims are worth striving for. The tournament should 
receive the support of every National Guardsman. If you are a 
participant, do your best to show everyone what good work the 
Guard can do. If not a participant, come as a spectator and bring 
as many friends as you can. In either case let as many people as 
you can reach know that the National Guard is putting on the 
tournament and that it is going to be worth seeing. Talk it up 
and let no one be unaware that it is going on. 

Personally, I strongly believe that the Military Tournament is 
an advantage to us and capable of doing us much good. I intend 
to back it to the limit of my power and ability. If there are any 
of my readers who do not believe as I do, all I say is, give it a 
fair chance, pull with us for the present with all you have got, 
back it loyally and let the future, as it always does, decide on its 
merits or defects. 

The Military Tournament is not a one-man job. It is run for 
the benefit not of one man or one group of men, but for the entire 
Guard. If it is successful all will share in its benefits. Let all do 
their share to ensure success.

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New Yorkers In Rifle and Pistol National 
Matches at Camp Perry By LT. COL. FRED M. WATERBURY, State Ordinance Officer

TH E New York State Rifle and Pistol 
teams, while not capturing all the 

honors at the national matches, came 
home with more scalps than any other 
one state's representative. The team did 

not do as well in the national team 
match as was expected, the form of 
the members being several points off from 
practice, but the team of eight members 
selected for the infantry match "brought 

home the bacon" and were quite the sen­
sation of the shooting camp, when having 
defeated all National Guard opponents 
they "sunk" the Navy and then captured 
the event by trimming the high civilian 
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team. The special pistol team represent­
ing the N. Y. N. G. again put the Em­
pire state first of all National Guard 
teams for the third consecutive year, and 
among the medal winners and in the Na­

tional Individual Pistol Match, 1st Sgt. 
James H. Overbaugh of Company C, 10th 
Infantry, captured the twelfth gold medal 
in a field of nearly 700 o f the best pistol 
shots in the United States representing 

the Army, Navy, Marine Corps, police 
departments and civilians from every state 
in the Union. The New Yorkers cap­
tured over sixty prizes and as many 
medals and the great infantry bronze 
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trophy. They came eighth in Class A in 
the National Rifle Team Match, being 
headed by the Illinois National Guard 
team by one point out of nearly 2,600 
points; Ohio by five points; Connecticut 
by seven points; Washington by thirty-
eight points, and District of Columbia by 
forty-four points. All members of both 
rifle and pistol teams receive "legs" on 
the Distinguished Service Medals. 

Those members of Congress and the 
General Staff of the War Department 
who visited the matches certainly should 
have felt pleased with the attendance, for 
the crowd of enthusiasts were present 
from every service branch from forty-
three states, National Guard and civilians 
from every state in the Union. The 
matches were splendidly conducted by 
Col. Hu Myers and his competent staff 
of assistants, the weather was ideal and 
the only sting was the ammunition. It 
was conclusively proved that Ml is not 
designed for match shooting at long dis­
tances. The velocity is not strong 
enough for the Lake Erie breezes and 
accuracy for every shot in "a string" is 
a matter of congratulation and in a meas­
ure out of the control of the shooter. 
The ammunition used in 1925, 1926 and 
1927 could not be improved upon—this a 
unanimous verdict of all the competitors 
—and Maj. Gen. C. C. Williams, Chief 
of Ordnance, and a corps of his assistants 
having informally talked the matter over 
at Camp Perry, they were told the Ord­
nance Department would see that such a 
brand was furnished in the future. All 
the scores in the national matches were 
way down in totals, averaging some ten

or eleven points per man on ammunition 
over 1927. 

The list of entries was very large, 
equalling 1927, many individual events 
having 1,500 participants. When walk­
ing along the firing points, covering over 
four hundred targets, on the various 
ranges, it is surprising to see the count­
less number of "bullseyes" which appear 
in the distances, notwithstanding the poor­
est of conditions. Small wonder the 
morale of the Boche was completely de­
moralized soon after they tasted the 
initial results of the American dough­
boys' rifle fire. No other country can 
survive the "eagle eyes" of these super-
riflemen, who place 9 out of 10 shots 
within a 10, 20 and 30 inch "circle" at 
200, 300, 500 and 1,000 yards. 

Not only the New York National 
Guardsmen gave a good account of them­
selves, but the civilian team appointed by 
Adjt. Gen. Franklin W. Ward to repre­
sent the civilians of the state, made the 
best record hung up since 1920, putting 
the team near the head of Class B. The 
captain was George S. Bergman of New 
York City. They also came in the money 
about thirty-five times in the various 
N. R. A. matches.

Upon arrival at Camp Perry, Sun­
day, August 26th, the team occupied 
"A" street, on the right, on account of 
its finish at the head of the National 
Guard group in 1927. On our left was 
New Jersey, so we were linked to­
gether—minus the Hudson Tube. 

The first week was spent in going to 
a marksmanship school, the "coach and 
pupil" system being employed and 
Benning tactics used under the per­
sonal supervision of Capt. Walter B. 
Layman, Infantry, U. S. A., probably 
the best instructor in this line in the 
Army. He was assisted by a corps of 
excellently qualified regular Army in­
structors, one being assigned to each 
team. Our "school teacher" was Capt. 
Joseph W. Starkey, 2nd Division, 
U. S. A. (second from left, sitting, in 
small picture of rifle team). He 
worked zealously and did splendid 
work with the men and besides was a 
"good scout." Every member of team 
received a "graduating certificate" at 
the close of the school certifying that 
they were competent instructors in 
both rifle and pistol marksmanship. 
This is a record and was obtained be­
cause every member of the team 
worked in the classes diligently every 
day. 

The matches of the National Rifle 
Association started the second week 
and most of the practice for the team 
is obtained in these events. It kept 
everybody jumping from one range to 
the next every day from 7 A. M. until 
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Team Training—Rapid Fire Sitting 200 Yards on an "A" Target 

6 P. M. tuning in the new match rifles 
and establishing their "zeros." Owing 
to the ammunition trouble, the New 
Yorkers refrained from using 1925 am­
munition, which was optional at some 
of long ranges in the N. R. A. 
matches, in order to try and get the 
practice with the 1928 ammunition, 
which was the only kind permitted in 
the national matches this year. This 
kept the men from coming so high in 
the various individual matches, but at 
that the team collected many medals 
and some cash prizes. 

In the Wimbleton at 1,000 yards 
Moore was a prize winner. In the 
members match we landed five. Gibb. 
who also won a bronze medal for sixth 
place, Stringfellow, Moore, Kelly and 
Casler. In the Navy match, three— 
Stringfellow, Agramonte and Casler. 
In the Army Rifle Match, three— 
Stringfellow, Kelly and Martens. In 
the N. R. A. Rapid Fire Champion­
ship, seven—Jelinek, Gibb, Stringfel­
low, Moore, Williams, Fitzgerald and 
Overbaugh. In the Chemical Warfare 
Match, Martens. In the Crowell 
Match, four—Fitzgerald, Overbaugh, 
Kelly and Moore. Marine Corps Cup 
Match, three — Williams, Stringfellow 
and Gibb. Slow Fire Re-Entry Pistol 
Match—Heim and Agramonte. Leech 
Cup Match, three—Ellis, Overbaugh, 
Williams. Camp Perry Instructors ' 
Match (Rifle and Pistol)—Agramonte 
and Lundberg. 

The men also won their share of 
"Skiddo" medals for expert practice 
scores on all the rifle ranges, pistol, 
small bore and running deer. 

In the Roumanian Trophy Match, New Left—New York's Team Street, Camp Perry, with Massive Flag Pole the Boys "Found" 
York's team came in for second National 
Guard money, being nosed out by Wash­
ington N. G. by one point. The winning 
team was the U. S. Infantry, only ten 
points above New York. In this match 
the six New Yorkers outshot the Ma­
rines and the 200 off-hand stage and 
tied the U. S. Navy score at 600 and 
shot one higher than the U. S. Infantry 
team at 600 yards. There were fifty-
nine teams in this historic match.

T H E I N F A N T R Y MATCH 
One of the sensations of the matches 

was the Infantry Match, about thirty 
teams participating. This is a musketry 
problem from 1,000 yards down, and this 
year the old Evans' Match was revived. 
It gave the "gallery" quite a "kick" and 
produced a lot of cheering throughout. 
The team, comprising eight men and cap­
tain, are pitted against each other in re­
lays like a tennis match. The men shoot 
in team pairs, starting back of 1,000 
yards and having forty rounds of ammu­
nition each. The targets are controlled 
by the pit, and as soon as they appear 
the men lie down and fire, moving for­
ward as soon as targets are withdrawn, 
the "D" silhouette target being used. As 
soon as number one hits his target, the 
corresponding man on the other team with 
his ammunition is eliminated, thus the 
victorious team has one less target to 
one more man and the losing team one 
more target and one less man. This is 
continued until either team has eliminated 
all its targets and thus wins. In the 
first relay New York drew Iowa and 
ran only to 600 yards before winning. In 
the second relay New York was pitted 
against Oklahoma, winning at 750 yards. 
In the third relay New York drew Texas, 
a strong team which had already won 
two relays. It took a trip down the 
range as far as 600 yards to eliminate 

Texas, then going over the jumps with 
Connecticut, New York put it over at 
750 yards and thus stood out as the win­
ning National Guard team. In the mean­
time the U. S. Infantry, the U. S. Coast 
Guards and the Marines had gone down 
to defeat and the U. S. Navy stood su­
preme among the services. The Oregon 
Civilians had won out in its class and in 
drawing for position New York had the 
Navy on its hands. The men were be­
coming real good by this time, although 
a trifle weary. They dropped three of 
the Navy men at 1,000 yards and only 
went to the 850-yard point when all the 
sailors were drowned, or rather downed, 
and New York had four men left. The 
finish with the civilian team was close, 
only one target remaining in Oregon's 
territory when New York won at 600 
yards. During all these runs New York 
covered its problem without going closer 
to the targets than 600 yards. Loading, 
sight and wind changes had to be made 
on the hop, but "hold and squeeze" won 
the day.

The last week held the National 

Matches, both rifle and pistol, individual 
and team. Also during this week there 
was considerable team practice. The 
team was honored with a guest for this 
last week, Capt. Robert E. Heun, former-

ly of the 71st New York and a member 
of the state team in 1907, 1908, 1909 and 
1910.
