THE CHILD LABOR AMENDMENT 

BANKRUPTING OUR CUSTOMER 

Those who do not like the idea 
tha t America needs an "unfavor­
able balance of trade are pointing 
out that our- pump is not sucking 
the world dry of gold. The excess 
which we made on trade we return, 
in the expenditures of our tourists, 
in the remittances of immigrants 
and" in the freights we pay on for­
eign ships. All this is quite tru,e,. 
and is indeed the only reason we. 
manage to survive our "favorable" 
balance a t al l . 

But, in the first place, our whole 
natipnal policy is bent on stopping, 
a t least two of these outlets. We

cussion of the so-Sailed "child labor" 
amendment to the Constitution of the 
United State*. Many good people 
have been led to support its adoption 
beca*i|se of its name and because of 
their very natural re-action^ against 
child labor which a" of us share. 

The fifth article of the 'Constitution 
provides/ that "the congress whenever 
two-thirds of both houses so deem 
it necessary, may propose amend­
ments to this Constitution." Under 
this provision, the Congress s u b m i t s 
ed for vote to the states the proposed 
twentieth amendment, which reads: 
"The Congress shall have power to 
limit, regelate, or prohibit the labor 
of all persons under eighteen years 
of age." L 

This amendment to the Constitut­
ion is presumed to be urged only by 
"over-whelminV-necessity." A careful 
analysis and some reflection will find 
beneath j t - a -5e t e rmined endeavor to 
obtain a grant of ipower from., the 
people, revolutionizing. in its effect 
upon their (private fife and govern­
ment and entirely unnecessary to ac­
complish an object .which ail desire. 
Such an unalysw- will demonstrate 
that this is not "child labor" amend­
ment but an exclusive grant of 
power to the Congress, which direct­
ly) and by implication confers control 
over labor and education of ail per­
sons under eighteen to an extent not 
now possessed Iby amy state. 

,What are the facts? 'Is there such 
neglect and retrogression in. the 
State regulation of child labor t ha t 
a grant of congressional power is 
necessary 

According to the census of M)20, 
there were in the United. States in 
that yea r 12,502,582 children from 10 
to 15 years of age, inclusive. Of this 
number 1,060,858 were said to be 
•gainfuHy empltolyed^ §47,809 in agri­
cultural pursuits, and 413,*549 in non-
agricaltural occupations. Of those 
engaged in agriculture, 88 per cent 
or 569,824, did work on the farms of 
their parents where they resided. I t 
is apparent, then, tha t tout 77,485 
could be said to be engaged in any 
form of ;agriculitural occupation out­
side of the home farm, and these 
aione would ibe the subject 'of legis-

how small a matter this is on which' 
to base a policy for the entire United 
States. 

The problem of regulating the lab-' 
or of lyoung (persons is essentiality a 
problem ofi protecting and fostering 
the interests, first, of young people 
who work; second, of their families 
to which they contribute their effort; 
third, of_the institution under which 
they live; fourth, of the society and 
community; in which, they live; and 
fifth, of the, economic life of the nat­
ion, of which they are a. par t ; 

Young persons g<> to wo*k to sup­
port themselves, where- there are no. 
other provisions for dependency; or^ 
to contribute to the family labor or 
income; or because the school facilit-; 
ies"arid methods are inadquate or ,un-
suitedj to them; or to learn a t rade; 
or Ibecause of family, racial ,or -local 
cus'toms. 

The reasons wWy young people are 
a t work, the number who are working 
t h e occupations in which they are en­
gaged, and the signrficen.ee of their 
work for ' themselves, their families,; 
and. for the economic,, political and 
social life of the country indicate 
tha t this problem i s not a national 
problem, 'but an "individual, family 
local and state /problem. I t differs 
radically from child to child, from 
«lge to age, from family to family,\ 
from occupation to occupation, from 
place to vplace and from state to 
state. The s ta te is - the widest area 
"within which the conditions of child> 
rens work, their effects upon children 
and the necessaijy remedy are so sim 
ilar as to constitute a single problem 
Any measure tha t the national gov­
ernment may take to meet such a 
problem will exceed the need for 
some children and fall short hi it 
for others. 

The problem presented by the work 
of children is thus the problem of re­
lating "the activities of young people 
to the social and economic life o f 
the i r place and t ime. I t is a problem 
not onlyi of excluding them from im7 

proper work, but of providing proper 
work, healthful conditions of'y life 
adequate "means of education-suitaible 
recreation, economic freedom, family 
care arid good social environment. 
This is a problem prjmarily for the-
sooiety in wlhieh they live and work 
And it is a problem ior the govern­
ment under which they live and work 
only to the extent tha t tha t govern­
ment-can make a positive and effect-: 
ive contribution to their welfare as ' 
well as protect them from harm. 

In view of the nature of the child; 
labor problem as it .presents itself im 
the United States today, and ' in view' 
of what the ' s t a te governments and 
communities.are doing to deal with 
i t , the proposed amendment to the 
Constitution is not neeesary' to meet 
the problem, nor docs it offer any 
more effective way of meeting'it than 
now exists. . r . ( 

Furthermore it would alter the 
fundamental principals, form and 
functions of sound and effective gov­
ernment in the United States to ' t he 
extent that it would further central­
ize authority and administrative 
machinery, further diminish the self 
government of the states and com­
munities, and modify or abrogate the 
constitutional guarantees of the Fifth 
Amendment to the Constitution. The 
power to regulate, limit; or prohibit

The Courier and Freeman this 
•week presents another installment 
of the civil war diary of Seigt.,0. P. 
Benson of the 92nd N. Y. Vols raised 
here. Sergt -Benson is left in this 
installment for home on a furlough: 

June 1st, 1864—Take up the line 
of march about 6:00 a m. Wgpther 
hot and -wads very dusty. Have a 
forced march only halting once for 
a little supper. About 4:00 p. m. 
come up.to the enemy Form line of 
battle at once. Our regiment . sent 
out as skirmishers. Our corps 

> charges and fights until after dark.

. field. Colonel Anderson killed. Shot 
through the head. Bravest of the

The Courier and Freeman this 
—week presents the 12th installment 

of the diary kept iby the late Orlando 
P. Benson, of IMiassena, while he was 
a soldier in the Union army during 
the Civil war. In this installment 
he tells of the falling- to 'pieces of the 
old 92nd by men being mustered out. 
General 'Butler allows^ the colors to 
be kept, however. ' An attack is 
made upon the rebel works a t Fair 
Oakes and nearly all the Union sold­
iers are killed, wounded or taken pris 
on<[rs. Sergeant 'Benson, with many 
others, is taken to Femberton. prison 
a t Richmond, Va., later Hieing- trans­
ferred to- Salisbury prison, 'Salisbury, 
N. €.' He describes the terrible life 
in prison. 

October 1st, 1864—Go to , fortify­
ing amid cold and drenching rain. 
Terrible muddy. "Have two men 
wounded. Bring in wounded and 
Ibury dead. Build a bombproof; 

2nd—Clears' off somewhat. We 
are-still fortifying. Have a terrible 
cramp after dark. It lasts about 
two hours. The same as I had once 
before a t White Oak swamp. 

3rd—iBains in the afternoon. Cap­
tain Bice joins the regiment. Feel 
rather unwell. Otiis. -prisoners bury 
the rebel dead. Pits ankle deep 
with mud. Get fresh supply of ra­
tions for my own use in the shape of 
biscuits and cheese through Aliek's 
kindness. 

4th—All quiet. We are very 
busily engaged in fortifying. Men 
work iboth day and night. Weather 
fair. 

5th—Weather still fair. Our 
troops all in the best .of spirits. God 
only knows how soon, we shall be 
called to see more blood shed. I 
am sick of it and long for peace. 

>6th—• All still quiet. 'Captain Bice 
and Lieutenant Thompson go to camp 
and return. ISend in to headquarters 
a complete list of casualties since 
the 29th inst. Total loss in the 
regiment in killed and wounded 34. 

7th—After dark all hands turn .out 
and level down t l e works in front of 
'Fort Harrison. Move off to the 
right about twelve miles and camp 
for the night near the First Pennsyl­
vania 'Battery. .

22nd—Our troops reviewed by bri­

gades. Weather cold and showery. 
General Marstin reviews the division.

a5th—Forty-three of our brave 
comrades start for home. We are 
now left 'without an* officer.

We still hold the colors and our or-
r.nnization. We all find it hard to 
part with our old chums. 

26th—March at 8:00 a. m. about 
two miles t'o the rear arid cook, ra­
tions. Know nothing of what we 
are to do.

Sergeant 
Pierce takes them to General Butler, 
who tell us that we can keep them 
at present.

27th—Take .up the line of march 
at 4:30 a. m. and about 3:00 p. m.

SOth—Take charge of the room 
and of distributing the rations. All 
quiet so fan in our prison. Busy our­
selves by looking down upon the al­
most desolate streets of • Richmond. 
The sick are examined about 12:00 m. 
A call is made for1- shoemakers and 
mechanics of all kinds. 

31st—Have 205 men on our floor. 
Things the same from day to ' day. 
All we can do is to walk the floot 
and form new acquaintances. Many 
of the men are coming down with the 
chills. Imprisonment is hard where 
one is shut u p in a room like hogs in 
a pen. 

November 1st—Feel rather unwell.

Have heard no grumbling 
since. The boys feel well generally 
and are in much better spirits than 
one could expect.

January 1st, 1'865—The old year 
has bid us adieu forever, and still we 
are in this horrible pen. No pleasures 
of any kind for us. We can only 
think of our diear young ones at 
home ant1 wisv We were there.
