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respect that the officers had for their colonel, and this was shared
in by the enlisted men; the latter also showed great respect for
their company officers. Familiarity between officers and men was
entirely absent. Regimental feeling and pride was evident at all
times. It would be useless to designate by name any officer who
possessed especial fitness for the profession of arms, for all
seemed to perform their duty in a zealous and efficient manner,
and reflected credit on the state from whence they come.
