WILLIAM N. M SKELL

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COMMANDING THE TWENTY-SEVENTH DIVISION

Major General William N. Haskell was born in Albany, New York, on August 13, 1878 and graduated from the
United States Military Academy at West Point in June, 1901. Rising steadilg through the ranks, he became Colonel
of the 69th Infantry Regiment of New York (now known as the 165th) in 1916. As commander of this regiment, he
served on the Mexican Border until the regiment was sent overseas, at which time he served as Assistant Chief of
Staff of the 77th Division, Assistant Chief of Operations of the Il American Corps on the British Front, Assistant Chief
of Staff and Chief of Operations of the IV American Corps, and, lastly, Deputy Chief of Staff and Chief of Operations
of the Second American Army on the French Front.

Immediately after the Armistice, General Haskell was sent to Rumania by Relief Administrator Herbert Hoover
to administer and supervise the distribution of more than $35000,000 in food and other relief supplies furnished by
the United States. During the 1919 Summer, representatives of Italy, Great Britain, France and the United States
designated him as Allied High Commissioner to Armenia, where he remained more than a year, breaking the famine
and putting the country on a self-supporting basis.

Returning to the United States in September, 1920, General Haskell acted as Director of Sales of Surplus War
Stocks to the domestic market and on credit to foreign nations, a task involving over a billion dollars. In August,
1921, he was asked by then Secretary of Commerce Hoover to head the mission of the American Relief Adminis-
tration which went to Soviet Russia to alleviate the famine-stricken people of that suffering nation. General Has-
kell remained in Russia as Director General of all relief until July, 1923, dispensing food, clothing, medicines, etc., in
excess of $70,000,000. Upon completion of this mission, General Haskell again returned to his native land to resume
his career as an Army officer.

In January, 1926, he resigned from the Regular Army to accept, as Major General, the command of the New York
National Guard, a position which he has held uninterruptedly ever since. In June, 1925 Georgetown University con-
ferred the degree of LL.D. upon General Haskell. In addition to the Distinguished Service Medal of the United States,
General Haskell has also received the following decorations: Commander of the Order of the Redeemer (Greece);
Commander of the Legion of Honor (France); Commander of Polonia Restituta (Poland); Commander of the Order
of Mihiel (Rumania); and the Conspicuous Service Medal of the State of New York.

When the 27th Division, commanded
since Jan. 26, 1926, by Maj. Gen. William N. Haskell,
completed its induction in armories throughout New
York City and New York State and departed for
Fort McClellan, it was the third time in 24 years
that this all-New York State National Guard com-
ponent of the Army of the United States had been
called into active federal service. But not, however,
as the 27th Division.

The first employment of New York National
Guard Troops as a complete tactical division, under
Tables of Organization, 1914, was in the federal
service on the Mexican Border, Brownsville Dis-
trict, Tex., during the winter of 1916-17, as the Sixth
Division, United States Army. This service was
under provisions of the National Defense Act of
June 3, 1916.

July 18, 1917, the War Department redesignated
the 6th Division, N. Y. N. G., as the 27th Division,
and selected Camp Wadsworth, Spartanburg, S. C,
as the site for the division’s training for service with

the American Expeditionary Force. August 3, 1917,
the War Department directed the concentration and
reorganization of the 27th Division at Camp Wads-
worth, and August 5, the New York National Guard
for the second time was drafted into the federal
service.

A number of changes have been made, too, in
regimental designations within the division in
recent years. Today the old “Fighting 69th” of New
York City, in 1917 redesignated the 165th Infantry
and an integral component of the 42nd Rainbow
Division in the A.E.F., and the 10th Infantry from
upstate New York, have taken the places of the
wartime 106th Infantry and the 107th Infantry, the
famed “Seventh Regiment.” The 10th Infantry has
been redesignated as the 106th Infantry since in-
duction into the Federal Service.

The 27th Division enjoys the distinction of being
the only American Division commanded during all
its World War service by a National Guard Officer;
a division that never spent a day in a quiet sector
but spent 57 days in active campaign; and which,
with the 30th Division, helped to break the famed
Hindenburg Line.

Maj. Gen. John F. O’'Ryan, Police Commissioner
of New York City from January to September, 1934,
was the lawyer-soldier World War leader of the
27th Division. The division’s insignia is a monogram
with the letters N. Y. superimposed. The seven stars
represent the constellation Orion, and were chosen
in honor of General O’'Ryan.

Reorganized on October 1, 1917, the brigades were
organized and ultimately included the 53rd Infantry
Brigade, the 2nd, 3rd and 71st Infantry Regiments,
and detachments of the 12th and 14th Regiments of
New York Infantry, and a detachment of New York
Cavalry: the 54th Field Artillery Brigade, the 1st,
2nd, and 3rd Regiments of New York Field Artil-

lery, with detachments of the 1st, 12th, 14th, 71st
and 74th Regiments of New York Infantry, and a
detachment of the 1st New York Cavalry.

For movement overseas, the leading units of the
27th Division left Camp Wadsworth for Newport
News, Va., April 27, 1918. The advance detachment
sailed from Hoboken on May 2 and arrived on May
10 at Brest, France. Division headquarters and the
infantry sailed from Newport News, except the
106th Infantry, which embarked at Hoboken, and
arrived at Brest and St. Nazaire May 23 and May 30.
The field artillery and remaining trains sailed June
6 and 30, and arrived June 19, 27 and July 12 at
except the 106th Field Artillery, which
landed at St. Nazaire.

The division’s infantry went immediately to the
Abbeville sector and trained with the British; the
field artillery went to the Souge area and later
served with the 33rd and 79th American divisions,
Divi-

sional artillery for the infantry units of the division

rejoining the division after the Armistice.

throughout the war were furnished by the British.
Elements of the division first were sent into the
lines for training at Mont Kemmel, near Ypres,
July 9-17, thence to the Dickebush sector in Bel-
gium.

Twenty-two years ago—on August 31, 1918—the
division attacked and captured Vierstract Ridge,
including the town of Vierstraat. From Sept. 24 to
Oct. 2, it was in the Bony sector, participating in
the attack which, on Sept. 29 and 30, broke the Hin-
denburg Line at the Canal Tunnel near Bellicourt.

From Oct. 11 to 19, at St. Souplet, it participated
in the crossing of the Selle River, and on Oct. 18
took part in the attack on Jonc De Mer Ridge.

The 27th Division advanced seven miles against
resistance; it captured 2,355 prisoners, 361 machine
guns, 36 miniwerfers, 11 anti-tank guns, 1 locomo-

tive, 15 freight cars, and four field pieces. Its casu-
alties were: 1,791 killed, 4,297 wounded.

From Brest and LeHavre, the 27th Division re-
turned to the United States, one-quarter returning
on the Leviathan, the last units arriving in March,
1919. April 1, 1919, the Division was demobilized at

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The Division functioned as a unit of the New York National Guard there-
after, training its separate units in Armory weekly drill nights, summer
encampments and maneuvers. The Army Maneuvers of 1939 and 1940 in
upper New York State saw the Division actively participating in the war

games with regular Army and National Guard units from other states.

Inducted into the Federal Service for one year’s training on October 15,

1940, the Division started arriving at Fort McClellan about one week later.

One of the first in the country to finish its basic training period, and the
first to be inspected by officers from General Headquarters in Washington,
from Second Army, and from Corps, the 27th Division has been highly com-

mended for its proficiency and the excellence of its morale.

It is now functioning as a unit of the 2nd Army, under the immediate

jurisdiction of the VII Tactical Corps, and is located in the 4th Corps Area.

27th Division Breaks the Hindenburg Line.
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Colonel Hampton Anderson enlisted in the Headquarters Troop 27th Division, in June 1917. He was transferred
to the Field Artillery at Camp Wadsworth, Spartanburg, South Carolina and promoted to sergeant. He attended the
First Officers’ Training School, 27th Division, and was commissioned Second Lieutenant in April 1918 He served in
France with the 106th Field Artillery, 52nd Field Artiller?/ Brigade, and also in the G-2 Section of the General
Staff. He accompanied the Armistice Commission to Berlin in February 1919 and returned to the United States in
October 1919. He rejoined the New York National Guard in 1921 in the 105th Field Artillery and was successively
Battery Commander, Regimental Supply Officer and Regimental Plans and Training Officer. He was ai)pointed
Assistant Chief of Staff, G-3, 27th Division in 1929, on permanent duty at Headquarters, New York National Guard.
In the 1939 First Army Maneuvers he served as Assistant Chief of Staff, G-3, Second Corps. He was promoted to
Colonel, Field Artillery, in August 1940, and appointed Chief of Staff 27th Division. Colonel Anderson is a graduate
of Columbia University and also of the Field Artillery School and the Command and General Staff School. In 1935
he was assigned to duty on the War Department Geneéral Staff in Washington and he is a member of the War Depart-
ment General Staff Corps eligible list.

Lt. Colonel Saltzman was born at the army post at Zamboanga, Philippine Islands, a son of Major General
Charles McK. Saltzman, U. S. A. (retired) former Chief Signal Officer of the Army. His childhood was spent at
various army posts. In 1921 he entered Cornell University and was then appointed to the U. S. Military Academy
at West Point, from which he graduated with the highest honors in the class of 1925. During his fourth year at
the Academy, he was First Captain of the Corps of Cadets.

Commissioned a Second Lieutenant, Corps of Engineers, U. S. A, in 1925, Lt. Col. Saltzman qualified and was
accepted as one of the first Rhodes scholars from the Mili itary. Academy and from 1925 to 1928 was a student at Magda-
len College, Oxford University, reading for honors and receiving the degrees of B.A. and M.A. During extensive sum-
mer vacations from Oxford he served as military observer with British, French, and Spanish army engineer units.

Returning to the United States Lt. Col. Saltzman was asygned to the 13th Corps of Engineers, U. S. A. at
Camp Humphreys, Va., and detailed for duty as an aide to the President at the White House.

In 1930 he re5|gned his commission in the Regular Army and accepted a position on the staff of the New York
Telephone Company. At the same time he was commissioned “First Lieutenant Eng-Res, subsequently vacating this
commission to accept a commission as First Lieutenant, Corps of Engineers, New York National Guard. He was pro-
moted to Captain in 1931 and detailed as aide to the Commandmg General.

Exch At the present time in civilian life Lt. Col. Saltzman is Vice-President and Secretary of the New York Stock
xchange.

In 1938 he was transferred from the Corps of Engineers to the Signal Corps and assigned to command the
101st Signal Battalion with the rank of Major

Prior to the recent induction of the National Guard into the Federal Service, he was promoted to the rank of
Lt. Col.,, and detailed as Chief of Staff, G-I, Headquarters, 27th Division. Since induction he has been made a mem-
ber of the General Staff Corps.

Lt. Col. Saltzman’s schools also include the Command and General Staff School, Ft. Leavenworth, Kansas.

Relations of Civil Government Civilians in the
theatre of operations including Initial Establish-
ment and operation of Military Government or
Martial Law.

Maintenance of Law and Order within the Com-
mand.

Graves Registration Service including Burial.
Supervision of matters concerning members of our
forces who are prisoners in enemy hands.

G-2 MILITARY
INTELLIGENCE

This section is charged with the planning of preparation
of orders and to some extent with operations pertaining to
the collection, evaluation, interpretation and distribution of
information of the enemy and with counter-intelligence ac-
tivities. The primary purpose, however, is to keep the Com-
mander and all others concerned informed regarding the
enemy’s situation and capabilities. Some of their many
duties are as follows:

Protection by personnel of the section, of information
bearing on enemy capabilities or terrain not under our
control.

Maintenance of contact and exchange of information
with Intelligence Sections of subordinate, higher, and
neighboring units.

Maintenance of contact with other Intelligence Agencies
of the Government and duly accredited foreign attaches
and missions.

Supervision of the solution of the enemy’s secret com-
munications (code).

Co-ordination of requests for aerial photographs and to
some extent determination of distribution.

Planning and supervision of combat intelligence training
within the Units.

Regulation of the activities of newspaper correspond-
ents, photographers, broadcasters, visitors and other
civilians accompanying or serving with troops.

Regulation of the dissemination of information to the
public.

Censorship.

Propaganda or dissemination of false information to the
enemy.

Supervision of the preparation and use of codes and
ciphers.

Lt. Col. Haskell, the oldest son of Maj. Gen. Wm. N. Haskell, was born on the military reservation at Ft. Leaven-
worth—the site where he later attended and graduated from the Command and General Staff School. He attended
Polytechnic Preparatory School in Brooklyn and the Ecole Notre Dame de Saint Croix, Paris, France, before his en-
trance to the U. S. Military Academy at West Point in 1921. After graduating in the Class of 1925 with Lt. Col. Saltz-
man, G-I, and Lt. Col. Gerard W. Kelley, Adjutant General of this Division, he was commissioned as Second Lieuten-
ant in the Corps of Engineers. Subsequently he resigned his commission in the Regular Army and joined the staff
of the National City Bank as Junior Executive and at the same time enlisting in the Machine Gun Squadron of the
101st Cavalry, where he was promoted to Sergeant Major. He was later promoted to Captain Infantry and assigned to
Headquarters, 27th Division, as Aide to the Commanding General. Subsequently he was promoted to the rank of Major,
Infantry, and assigned to the General Staff of the Division as Assistant G-3. At this time, in civilian life he accepted
appointment to the executive offices of the N. Y. Stock Exchange and is now Vice-President in charge of the Depart-
ment of Stock List. He was then transferred to the Finance Department of the Division and made Division Finance
Officer, a most responsible position_in the Division. During the First Army Maneuvers in 1940 he attained the rank of
Lt. Col. Infantry and became Assistant Chief of Staff, G-3, upon induction into the Federal Service, and is now a
member of the General Staff Corps.

The operation and training section is charged with
those functions of the staff which relate to organization,
training and combat operations. It is responsible for
tactical and training inspections as directed by the Com-
mander. Some specific duties of this section include:

Preparation and co-ordination of plans for and su-
pervision of (a) mobilization of the command, (b)
organization and equipment of units.
Preparation of training directives, programs and or-
ders, selection of training sites and firing and bomb-
ing ranges; organization and conduct of school.
Determine where and when any of our units need
replacements or reinforcements. Determine status
of equipment and supplies. Location, morale and
capabilities of the troops; action of adjacent and sup-
porting units and the enemy’s situation which is
done in connection with G-2.
Preparations of plans, forms, supervision of activi-
ties concerning:

Reconnaissance and security measures.

Troop movements.

Tactical employment of units.

Defense of administrative installations in lines of

communication.

Practical measures to preserve secrecy and effect

surprise.

Preparation and authentication of field orders

and operation maps required to carry out techni-

cal plans and their transmission to units and staff

officers concerned.

Supervision of signal communications.
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Lt. Col. George G. Berry was born in New York, the son of Major General Charles White
Berry, former commanding officer of the 27th Division and at one time Comptroller of the City of
New York. Lt. Col. Berry has been in the military service with the National Guard continuously
for the past twenty years. He was first commissioned in 1923 in the Infantry and in_ 1926 was
commissioned Captain, Quartermaster Corps. For a period of three years from 1937 Lt. Col. Berry
served with the National Guard Bureau, War Dept., Washington, D. C., as Chief of Camp Section.
While serving in the National Guard Bureau he was in charge of the procurmg of motor transpor-
tation for the National Guard of the United States. He was commissioned Mag]or Adjutant Gen-
eral's Dept.,, May 1, 1939, and at the same time accepted an appointment to the permanent staff
of the New York National Guard.

Lt. Col. Berry was then promoted to become Division Ordnance Officer, with the rank of
Lt. Col., later being detailed as a member of the General Staff Corps and asmgned to the General
Staff with Troops, effective February, 1941, on duty with Headquarters 27th Division as Assistant

The supply and evacuation section is charged with the
preparation of policies for and the supervision of execution
of arrangements for supply, evacuation, transportation and
other administrative matters related thereto. It is responsi-
ble for advising the commander relative to the extent of
the administrative support that can be given any proposed
strategical or tactical line of action and the recommendation
as to the necessary decisions concerning supply and evacua-
tion. Some of the specific duties of this section are:

Procurement, storage, distribution of all supplies includ-

ing animals.

Location of supplies, evacuation and maintenance estab-

lishments.

Transportation of supplies by land, air and water.

Construction and maintenance of roads and trails, docks

and airdromes.

Maintenance of equipment.

Recommendations for allocations of small arms ammuni-

tion and anti-tank mines.

Traffic control.

Construction, operation and maintenance of utilities and

other facilities relating to supply, shelter, transportation,

hospitalization exclusive of fortifications.

Evacuation and hospitalization of men and animals.

Assignment, movement of supply, medical, technical and

labor troops not employed as combat troops.

Salvage.

Collection and disposition of captured supplies and equip-

ment and animals.

Property responsibilities.

Construction, operation and maintenance of military rail-

ways.

Operation of inland waterways.

Procurement of Real Estate, shelter and facilities includ-

ing their leasing, repair, maintenance and disposition.

Acquisition and improvement of airplane bases.

HISTORY OF TIIE
52(1 FIELD ARTILLERY BRIGADE

The crest designated for the 52d Field
Artillery Brigade is the same as that for
the National Guard of the State of New
York proper, i.e., Henry Hudson's ship
“Half Moon” on a wreath of orange and
blue, mounted on a shield of red. The ship
is representative of that in which Henry
Hudson discovered the Hudson River in
1609. The twists of wreath, orange and
blue, represent the colors of the house of
Nassau, since the original white settlement
in New York was Dutch.

The 52d Field Artillery Brigade was first known as such when called into World
War federal service with the 27th Division on July 1, 1917.

The component organizations of the brigade were the 104th Field Artillery (for-
merly the 1st Field Artillery, N. Y. N. G.), the 105th Field Artillery (formerly the 2nd
Field Artillery, N. Y. N. G.), the 106th Field Artillery (formerly the 3rd Field Artil-
lery, N. Y. N. G.), and the 102nd Ammunition Train and 102nd Trench Mortar Bat-
tery, both of which were newly organized.

The regiments of the brigade initially trained at Fort Niagara, Plattsburg, and
Madison Barracks, until October, 1917, at which time the entire brigade joined the
27th Division at Camp Wadsworth, South Carolina.

In May, 1918, the brigade moved to Newport News, Virginia, and late in June
embarked for France. On arriving at Camp de Songe all units were fully equipped
with French material, and underwent intensive training until August 30, 1918.

During its entire activity in France, the 52d FA Brigade was detached from the
27th Division.

On September 1, 1918, all organizations of the brigade went into action in sup-
port of the 33rd Division, U. S. A.,, and the 17th French Corps, in the St. Mihiel
Offensive. At one time in this operation, an artillery preparation was maintained
for six hours.

The Brigade subsequently took part in the Meuse-Argonne Offensive initially
supporting the 15th French Colonial Division and later the 79th Division, U. S. A.

The total ammunition expended during the World War was 180,914 rounds,
representing 26,450 tons.

After the signing of the armistice, the units of the Brigade were quartered in
the ruins of the City of Verdun until railroad facilities permitted its rejoining the
27th Division on February 24, 1919. It arrived at its home station, New York City,
on March 13, 1919, from Brest, France.

The 52d FA Brigade was reorganized in Brooklyn, N. Y., on January 10, 1921,
and has since functioned as the artillery of the 27th Division.

DISTINCTIVE INSIGNIA: Approved 13 February 25. Shield of
the coat of arms surmounted by a gold horse’s head in profile.

SEMPER PARATUS—AIlways Prepared—is a motto which New York's 104th Field
Artillery has proudly upheld during three-quarters of a century’s service to State and
Country. In the discipline of its men and the maintenance of its materiel, both in peace
and war, the regiment has striven constantly to fulfill the primary purpose of artillery:
the prompt and effective delivery of accurate fire when and where it is needed.

Like many another National Guard descendant of Lexington’s Minute Men militia,
the 104th’'s ancestry dates back to the beginnings of American history. Earliest in direct
line was old B Battery, a Syracuse unit formed in 1862. With the First New York Field
Artillery, mustered from all over New York State, B Battery’s guns fought with distinc-
tion in the Civil War, immediately after which the battery was disbanded. A few years
later the Fifth Separate Battery of Syracuse and the Sixth Separate Battery of Bingham-
ton were organized, later being redesignated Separate Battery A and Separate Battery
C, respectively.

Grandfather of the present New York City units of the regiment was old Battery K,
born in 1867. When the First New York Field Artillery was disbanded, the unit continued
as Separate Battery K, later being renamed the First Battery. The First Battery saw ac-
tive duty during the turbulent Railroad Strike and riots of 1877, and again, in 1895, helped
maintain order during New York’s stormy Motormen’s Strike.

In 1911 the First Battery became the Second Battalion, F. A., stationed in New York
City. This battalion and Separate Battery A, of Syracuse, were consolidated in 1912 and
became the First New York Field Artillery. Later Battery C, of Binghamton, was as-
signed to the regiment, the organization of which was completed on July 1, 1916.

During this period of organization the various units were commanded from 1884 to
1907 by Capt. Louis Wendel and, from 1907 to 1914, by Major John F. O’'Ryan, whose sub-
sequent achievements as Commanding General of the 27th Division during the World War
are related elsewhere in this book.

On July 5, 1916, answering President Woodrow Wilson’s call, the regiment was in-
ducted into Federal service for the first time for active duty on the Mexican border. All
that summer and fall of 1916 the First Field’s caissons were rolling on the cactus-studded
plains around McAllen, Texas, as part of the Artillery Brigade, 6th Division, U. S. Army.
Mustered out in November the regiment was redesignated the 104th Field Artillery, 27th
Division, on June 30, 1917. Eight days later, on July 8, 1917, it returned to Federal service

for the World War.

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The coat of arms of the 105th Field Artillery is a convenient
reminder of the history of the regiment. The shield itself is of
red, the color of the Artillery arm of the military service. In the
upper right hand corner appears the device “W. G.” on gray, the
insignia worn by the organization when known as the Washing-
ton Gray Troop of Horse Artillery. Civil War Service is denoted
by the Saint Andrew's Cross, the emblem of the ConfederacY.
World War service is indicated by the Verdun Gate in the middle
of the shield and the motto, given to the defenders of Verdun by
Marshal Petain, “lls ne passeront pas” (They shall not pass).

LTI LE TV

The history of the 105th Field Artillery dates back to
February 4, 1833, at which time the “Washington Light
Battery” was organized under Captain Edward Phillips
and attached to the Third Regiment stationed at New
York City.

In 1836 the title of the organization was changed to the
“Washington Gray Troop.” The Troop, under Captain
Joshua M. Varian, participated in the quelling of a num-
ber of disturbances and after the outbreak of the Civil
War was among the first to respond to the call of the
President and on April 18, 1861, enlisted for three months
in the United States service as an artillery corps. The
organization was then designated and known as “Varian’s
Battery.” During this service, as a battery of six-pounder
field pieces, it fired the first shot at Fairfax Court House
opening the campaign in Northwestern Virginia.

After returning to New York and being mustered out
of service late in July, 1861, Lieut. J. E. Smith with forty-
two members of the battery formed the nucleus of the
Fourth New York Independent Battery. The battery was
reorganized under command of Captain Robert Brown and
saw service during the invasion of Pennsylvania in 1863.

After the Civil War, the battery, although designated
Company I, Eighth Regiment, was in reality a troop of
cavalry and in 1867 was designated the “lst Battalion
Washington Grays.” The organization, which was later
known as the “Second Field Battery,” in addition to par-
ticipating in the suppression of numerous disturbances up
to the close of the century, gained for itself many honors
and commendations through its excellence of drill, supe-
riority of marksmanship and the type and condition of
its equipment.

During the Spanish-American War in 1898 five officers
and eighty-two men of the battery served with the “Astor
Battery.” This battery was known as one of the finest
artillery organizations of the time and had been organ-
ized and equipped at the personal expense of Col. John
Jacob Astor, who turned it over to the United States Gov-
ernment for use during the war.

On February 23, 1908, the Second Battery combined
with the First and Third Batteries of the Guard and be-
came known as the Second Field Artillery of the New
York National Guard. In 1913, after several reorganiza-
tions, the 2d Field Artillery, under the command of
Colonel George A. Wingate, consisted of the following:
Batteries A, C, E, and F, all organized in 1913, Battery B
organized August 15, 1864, as Company A, 1st Battalion,
Light Artillery, and Battery D, the history of which has
been described in the preceding paragraphs. Batteries A,
B and C constituted the 1st Battalion and were housed at
171 Clermont Avenue, Brooklyn, N. Y., the remainder of
the regiment quartered at the Bronx armory, 1122 Frank-
lin Avenue, Bronx, New York. In 1915 the Second was
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sent to the Army Field Artillery School at Tobyhanna,
Pennsylvania, and in 1916 was called out by President
Wilson with the National Guard of the States for service
on the Mexican border. On December 30, 1916, the Second
returned to New York, was mustered out of the Army on
January 12, 1917, and resumed its place in the National
Guard.

After the declaration of war against Germany the regi-
ment was called out for training, the First Battalion being
sent to Fort Niagara and the Second Battalion to Madison
Barracks, N. Y. On October 7, 1917, the regiment was
sent to Camp Wadsworth, S. C.,, and became part of the
Twenty-Seventh Division commanded by Major General
John F. O’'Ryan. When the Second was mustered into the
Army it was redesignated the 105th Field Artillery and
was made part of the 52nd Field Artillery Brigade. Com-
mand of the 105th was assumed by Colonel DeWitt C.
Weld, Jr., on January 1, 1918.

The regiment sailed for France from Newport News,
Virginia, and after its arrival during the latter part of
June and early July, 1918, became part of the American
Expeditionary Force (A.E.F.). Units of the regiment
served at Verdun and participated in the St. Mihiel offen-
sive. The regiment later joined in the Meuse-Argonne
offensive, participated in the attacks on Brieulles, Bois de
Chaume, Bois Plat Chene and in the operations against
Cote du Romange, Cote du Morimont and Cote du Chateau.

After the armistice the 105th proceeded to Brest, where
it embarked for America, arriving in New York on March
13, 1919, and being mustered out of the service April 2,
1919. After demobilization the regiment resumed its
National Guard status and was granted Federal Recogni-
tion on January 9, 1920.

At the time of its Federal Recognition the regiment was
under the command of its wartime commander, Colonel
DeWitt C. Weld, Jr. Since that time it has been com-
manded by Colonels Robert W. Marshall, 1920 to 1926;
Frank H. Hines, 1926 to 1929; John W. Kilbreth, 1929 to
1930; and Clarence H. Higginson, 1930 to 1940. Colonel
James Andrews, the present regimental commander, as-
sumed command on September 16, 1940. The most famous
officer of the regiment was its first Colonel, George A.
Wingate, who during the war was the Commanding Gen-
eral of the 52nd Field Artillery Brigade and later retired
as a Major General.

On October 15, 1940, the 105th Field Artillery was in-
ducted into the military service of the United States. On
the morning of October 18th advance detachments of both
battalions departed from their respective armories by
truck, the remainder of the regiment leaving on the 2ist
and 24th and proceeding to Fort McClellan, near Anniston,
Alabama, by rail. By October 26th the entire regiment
arrived at Fort McClellan and immediately entered upon
an intensive course of training.

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HISTORY (IF THE
116th FIELD ARTILLERY

The insignia consists of a shield with a triangular field of
red (denoting service as Field Artillery) set at the bottom
with the base of the triangle flush with the bottom of the
shield. In the center of this field of red is a gold “Fleur de
Lis” representing service in the World War in France.
The balance of the background of the shield is blue denot-
ing the service of the Regiment as Infantry, with a Maltese
Cross in the upPer left portion, representing the Civil War
and a Four Leaf Clover representing the Spanish-American
War_in the upper right. Both the Cross and Clover Leaf
are in red, bordered with gold.

The motto, “Deeds, not Words,” while officially recognized,
is not permitted on the shield, as it is also the'motto of the
22nd U. S. Infantry.

The 106th Field Artillery, a regiment of the finest military traditions, grew out of a small military
unit formed in Buffalo on April 24, 1818. This unit was a company of artillery which was attached
to the 7th regiment of Artillery.

This company was reorganized and expanded, and on May 30, 1827, was designated as the 28th Ar-
tillery Regiment. On September 31, 1847, the regiment was redesignated as the 65th Infantry Regi-

ment.

It was known as the 65th Infantry Regiment until the time of the Civil War, when it marched away
from Buffalo as the 187th Regiment, New York Volunteers, to answer Abraham Lincoln’s call to arms.

During the Civil War this regiment participated in the battles of Gettysburg campaign, Petersburg,
Va., Hatchers Run, Va., Hicksford Raid, Va., Appomattox campaign, Gravelly Run, White Oak Ridge,
Twin Forks, Fall of Petersburg, Appomattox Court House, when General Robert E. Lee surrendered
his sword to General Ulysses S. Grant, which marked the end of the Civil War.

After the war, the regiment was reorganized and again designated as the 65th Infantry Regiment,
which designation it carried until the Spanish-American War, when again it answered the call and
entered Federal Service as the 65th New York Volunteer Infantry. (In service May 17, 1898, to No-
vember 19, 1898.)

Upon its return to State Service, the regiment was redesignated as the 65th Infantry Regiment
and continued in the service of New York State until July 11, 1916, when it again entered Federal
Service and went to the Texas border as the 3d Field Artillery Regiment. (In service June 19, 1916,
to March 17, 1917.)

When this duty was completed the regiment returned to Buffalo and on October 1, 1917, became the
106th Field Artillery, again in Federal service for its participation in the World War.

During the World War, the 106th Field Artillery fought in the Lorraine and Meuse-Argonne sectors,
participating in major operations as follows: St. Mihiel, Meuse, and Argonne defensive section (in
service July 17, 1917 to March 31, 1919), and after the regiment returned to Buffalo was again re-
organized and redesignated as the 106th Field Artillery Regiment and given Federal recognition as

such under the National Defense Act of 1918.

When the regiment was reorganized at that time, all of the commissioned officers had had combat
service and they recruited a new regiment, the enlisted personnel of which was mostly younger men

who were too young for World War service.

On a shield azure, Henry Hudson’s ship “Half
Moon” in which he discovered the Hudson
River in 1609. The original white settlement
in New York was Dutch and the twists of the
wreath are Orange and Blue, the colors of the
house of Nassau.

The military history of New York State and particularly of the Hudson River and Mo-
hawk River Valleys records literally dozens of military companies. Albany alone prior to
the Civil War boasted several regiments of Infantry, Artillery, and other branches. Each of
these regiments was small and might have been considered as a military club. The ties of
organization between regiments and companies were very weak if present at all. The or-
ganizations were quite separate.

Following the Civil War effort was made apparently to link the military units into
some type of organization. As a result of this the 3rd Brigade, National Guard of the State
of New York came into being on August 5, 1886. Its first commanding officer was Colonel
Amasa J. Parker, Jr., the founder of the New York National Guard Association. Colonel
Parker was promoted to the grade of Brigadier-General on August 25, 1886. The Brigade
consisted of Artillery and Infantry as follows:

Artillery—4th Battery (Troy), 6th Battery (Binghamton).

Infantry— 10th Battalion (Albany). Separate Companies—3rd (Oneonta), 4th (Yonkers),
5th (Newburgh), 6th (Troy), 7th (Cohoes), 9th (Whitehall), 10th (Newburgh), 11th (Mt.
Vernon), 12th (Troy), 14th (Kingston), 15th (Poughkeepsie), 16th (Catskill), 18th (Glens
Falls), 19th (Poughkeepsie), 20th (Binghamton), 21st (Troy), 22nd (Saratoga), 23rd (Hud-
son), 24th (Utica), 27th (Malone), 28th (Utica), 31st (Mohawk), 32nd (Hoosick Falls), 33rd
(Walton), 36th (Schenectady), and 37th (Albany).

The thirty years following its organization were quiet ones for the 3rd Brigade. Head-
quarters were maintained in Albany but they were primarily administrative headquarters.

With the World War the 3rd Brigade was shaken from its semi-dormant state. Its Head-
quarters Detachment was organized on July 12, 1917, and four days later the Brigade was
mustered into Federal Service. Early the next month it was drafted into the United States

SHIELD: Argent, the badge of the old 2nd N. Y. Infantry
proper (a red apple with stem and two leaves charged
with a white figure “2”); on a chief azure a Roman sword
in sheath, a prickly pear cactus and a fleur-de-lis, all or.

DESCRIPTION: The field is white, the color of the old
infantry facings. The apple is the badge of the old 2nd
New York Infantry known as the “Apple-knockers”; the
Chief is the present infantry color; the Roman sword
represents Spanish War service; the cactus Mexican
Border service and the fleur-de-lis World War Service.

The present Regiment designated as the 105th Infantry, New York National Guard, was
organized originally as the 2nd New York Infantry on 27 April 1898, but its roots have been in
the soil of the counties of northeastern New York for a much longer period. Although not
regimented until the outbreak of the War with Spain in 1898, most of the companies now com-
prising the Regiment had had long and honorable records years before the Maine was sunk in

Havana Harbor.

The first unit of the present 105th Infantry to be organized was what is now Company A.
This company was granted a charter by the Legislature of the State of New York on 23 Septem-
ber 1835 as an independent military company known as the Troy Citizens Corps, and its com-
pany organization has continued from then until the present time.

Other units of the Regiment were organized at various times and places, the majority
being formed during the years 1876 to 1888, inclusive. Some of the newer specialist units such
as the Headquarters and Service Companies were organized at a later date.

The twelve companies that later comprised the Regiment were, in the 90's grouped into
battalions. The Troy and Cohoes units formed the 13th Battalion; the companies at Whitehall,
Glens Falls, Saratoga and Hoosick Falls formed the 14th Battalion and the Schenectady,
Amsterdam and Mohawk companies formed the 15th Battalion. With minor changes, these
were the bases of the three battalions of the present Regiment.

The history of the Regiment divides itself broadly into five periods:
1. Spanish War Service, 1898;

State Service, 1899 to 1915, inclusive;

Mexican Border Service, 1916;

World War Service, 1917 to 1919;

State Service, 1920 to Date.

SPANISH-AMERICAN WAR SERVICE

On 30 April 1898, the companies comprising the Regiment were ordered to mobolize
in their respective armories pursuant to a call of the President for 125,000 volunteers for the
war with Spain. On May 2nd the companies proceeded from their home stations to Camp
Black, Hempstead Plains, Long Island, where they were organized into the “Second New York
Infantry” and on May 16th were mustered into the Federal service, under command of Colonel

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HISTORY OF THE
FIFTY-FOURTH  ILFIIITRY
BRIGADE

The shield of the Coat of Arms of the 54th Infantry
Brigade is the crest prescribed for the N.Y.N.G., namely,
Hendrick Hudson's ship, “Half Moon.” The twists of
wreath are orange and blue, the colors of the House of
Nassau, which first colonized what is now New York State.
The green background is symbolic of the Celtic origin of
the Brigade originally formed by officers of the 165th In-
fantry (old 69th N. Y.).

The Headquarters Company, 54th Infantry Brigade, was not always
known as such. Organized in 1926 and commanded by Brigadier General
John J. Phelan, it was then the 93rd Infantry Brigade Headquarters Com-

pany. It received its Federal recognition January 26, 1927.

The components of the Brigade at that time were the 71st Infantry and
the 14th Infantry of Brooklyn, N. Y. Subsequently the 71st Infantry was
transferred to the 87th Brigade and the 165th Infantry (old 69th N. Y.)

replaced it.

Upon the retirement of General Phelan, the Brigade was commanded
by Brigadier General C. G. Blakeslee, who after a comparatively short

period, was transferred to the 52nd Field Artillery Brigade.

General Blakeslee was succeeded by Brigadier General A. E. Anderson,

formerly Colonel of the 165th Infantry, who is still the Brigade Commander.

Prior to induction into Federal Service, the Brigade was renamed the
54th Infantry Brigade. The present organizations in the 54th are the
108th Infantry and the 165th Infantry.
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COMMANDING THE 54th INFANTRY BRIGADE

Brigadier-General Alexander E. Anderson was born on November 23, 1889, in New York City.
General Anderson enlisted in the old ‘69th Regiment, N. Y.,’ in 1910. He has held every rank,
commissioned and non-commissioned, up to that of his present one, Brigadier-General.

He was commissioned a Lieutenant in April of 1912 and a Captain in 1916. He served in
that capacity on the Mexican Border. He was a Captain upon the entrance of the United States
into the World War No. 1 and as such went overseas in command of Company E of the 165th
Infantry (old 69th N. Y.), 42nd Rainbow Division, American Expeditionary Forces. While in the
A. E. F. he was promoted to the rank of Major, returning to the United States as Lieutenant
Colonel of his Regiment. He served in all the engagements participated in by the 69th.

On May 25, 1934, his ambition was realized. He was appointed Colonel in command of the
165th Infantry (old 69th N. Y.). His present rank as Brigadier General dates from August 23,
1938. On October 15, 1940, he was inducted into Federal Service as the Brigade Commander of
the 54th Infantry Brigade, comprising the 108th Infantry, the 165th Infantry and the Headquarters
Company of the Brigade. The 54th Brigade, commanded by General Anderson was ordered to
Fort McClellan, Alabama, where it is now stationed.

His service ribbon bears bars for the following engagements:

Champagne-Marne
Aisne-Marne
St. Mihiel
Meuse-Argonne

Decorations awarded include the Distinguished Service Cross, the Distinguished Service Medal,
the Legion de Honeur and the Croix de Guerre with palms.

HISTORY OF TIIF
108th INFANTRY

Although the 108th Infantry Regiment had been in
existence under different designations for many years,
actual authorization for the regimental insignia was not
granted until April 29, 1925.

The shield of the 108th Infantry insignia is blue, the
color of the Infantry arm. In the center of the shield is
the fasces of France, the upright rods in white, and the
gold blade of the axe facing towards the rampant lion on
the left. The lion on the right of the shield is rampant
guardant and both lions are gold in color.

The heraldic representations of the shield signify the
regiment’s service in France and Belgium with the British
Expeditionary Forces in the World War.

Upper New York State’s 108th Infantry Regiment was first organized as a distinct
unit in 1898, being then known as the Third Infantry. However, the history of the
independent companies included in this early organization dates back to 1791 when
two regiments were formed in what is now Onondaga County. In fact, actual men-
tion is made in early county records of several companies which took an active part in
the Revolution, doing much to protect Northern New York from invasion by the English

troops and marauding Indians.

As the Third Infantry, the organization was Federalized in May, 1898, for duty in
the Spanish War, serving therein until mustered out in December, 1898. Returning to
Federal duty in July, 1916, the unit served for four months on the Mexican Border and

was demobilized in October, 1916.

The advent of the World War saw the organization again called into Federal service
the 13th of April, 1917. On the 1st of October the 108th Infantry came into being and
was made part of the 27th Division, serving in Belgium and France with the American
Expeditionary Force. The 108th Infantry is authorized to fly three World War Battle
Streamers from the regimental colors signifying participation in the Battle of Flanders
and Ypres-Lys and the Great Somme Offensive. The 108th was mustered out of service

March 31, 1919, and by presidential order returned to Federal Service on October 15, 1940.

COMMANDING THE 108TH INFANTRY

Colonel Charles N. Morgan, Commanding Officer of the 108th Infantry and senior
Regimental Commander of the 54th Infantry Brigade was born January 25, 1884, in New
York State. He attended the primary schools at New Rochelle, New York, and was
graduated from the Rensselaer Polytechnic Institute of Troy, New York, in the Class of
1906, with the degree of Civil Engineer.

Colonel Morgan’'s career as a soldier began as a private in the Cavalry in May, 1910,
and he received his commission as a Second Lieutenant in the same arm of the Service
on February 20, 1914. He subsequently rose through the commissioned ranks, reaching the
colonelcy on March 11, 1935, in the 121s: Cavalry of the New York National Guard.

Colonel Morgan assumed command of the 108th Infantry Regiment on September 23.
1940. Since then the 108th has been inducted into the Federal Service.

During the World War he commanded D Company of the 106th Machine Gun
Battalion.

In civilian life Colonel Morgan is vice-president of McLeod and Henry Company,
located in Troy, New York, and resides in Albany, New York.

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HISTORY (IF THE
102nd OBSERVATION SQUADRON

The 102nd Aero Squadron was made inactive after the World War and reactivated as the 102nd
Observation Squadron in September, 1923. Starting out with the need to give New York State a well
balanced military unit, and the necessity of supplying the National Guard with an Air Corps unit,
Brigadier General J. Lester, canvassed a group of World War Aces early in 1923, and sounded them
out with the possibilities of organizing an observation squadron. They obtained governmental back-
ing and secured the necessary field, hangars, airplanes and equipment. As the first leaders of this
squadron, they secured Major George A. Vaugn and Major Kenneth P. Lettauer of the old Lafayette
Flying Corps, both of whom fought through every action at the front in France. When the Squadron’s
roster of pilots was completed, it was found that among the men gathered were several World War
aces. Records show that they had accounted for over fifty-five enemy planes officially, and many
more unofficially.

That first Saturday afternoon’s drill was a thrilling and daring spectacle to the crowds that gath-
ered to watch the Squadron at practice. Airplanes and aviators were still sufficiently a novelty as
to attract unusual attention, and since at least half the pilots present were pursuit fighters in the war,
several impromptu aerial combats were staged which combined all the tricks that these men had
learned overseas. At that time, it must be remembered, top speed of the planes of those days was
one-hundred miles per hour, and the aerial acrobacy that the ships partook of, was sufficiently danger-
ous as to capture the imagination of the public. By using novel and modern recruiting methods, the
Squadron presented forcibly to the minds of young men the advantages to be derived from join-
ing the unit. They could not fail to secure the recruits needed to build up the strength of the squad-
ron, and ever since those days, the 102nd Observation Squadron has had a long list of waiting appli-
cants, eager to enlist. It never had any trouble in getting the highest type of man for its personnel.

Operating from Miller Field, New Dorp, Staten Island, the Squadron soon came up to Air Corps
standards. As the 27th Division Aviation Squadron, it has taken part in all of the Divisional maneu-
vers, and has also played many a dramatic public service roll as a search or first aid unit, where other
means of transportation or aid has failed. In its years as a National Guard unit, it has given the lives
of seven of its men. Upon induction the 102nd Observation Squadron was attached to the 27th Divi-
sion and the squadron moved into its quarters at Reilly Field, Fort McClellan, Alabama. There under

the direction of Major Nelson, it resumed its work of training.

The present 102nd Engineers was organized as the Union Grays on May 13, 1861. On September
17, 1861, the Union Grays were mustered into the regular state militia as the 22nd Regiment, N. G.
S. N. Y. On May 28, 1862, the regiment was called into Federal service and was ordered to proceed to
Washington. The regiment got as far as Baltimore and camped in Patterson Park for 20 days. From
there they proceeded to Harpers Ferry, West Virginia, to reinforce the garrison. On August 3lst,
orders were issued for its return to New York. On June 17, 1863, the regiment was again called out
and served in the Gettysburg Campaign as part of the Army of the Potomac. The regiment was
ordered home on July 16, 1863, to suppress the draft riots.

On May 24, 1898, the regiment was called into Federal service for the Spanish American War,
mustered in at Camp Black and redesignated the 22nd New York Volunteers. The regiment was as-
signed to duty in the forts along the Sound. The 1st Battalion at Fort Schuyler, the 2nd Battalion at
Fort Slocum, the 3rd Battalion at Fort Totten and G Company attached to the United States Engi-
neer Corps at Willett's Point. In September, the regiment was concentrated at Fort Slocum for
service in Porto Rico. The collapse of the Spanish Armies made the expedition unnecessary and on
November 23rd, it was mustered out.

The regiment was redesignated the 22nd Engineers on the 20th of February, 1902, and thereby
became the first engineer troops in the National Guard and the first engineer regiment in the United
States, as the engineer troops in the regular army were organized in battalions.

The regiment took part in the Massachusetts maneuvers in 1909 and the Connecticut maneuvers in
1912.

On June 19, 1916, the regiment was called out for service on the Mexican Border and was stationed
at McAllen, Texas. The emergency on the border being over, the 1st Battalion was mustered out on
October 30, 1916, and the 2nd Battalion on January 4, 1917.

On the 15th of July, 1917, the regiment was mustered into Federal service for the World War
(Company A, June 20, 1917.) The regiment received its World War training at Camp Wadsworth,
Spartanburg, South Carolina, where the New York Division was reorganized as the 27th Division and
the 22nd Engineers redesignated the 102nd Engineers. Overseas, the 27th Division was attached to
the British Army in Belgium and our regiment served with the division in three major offensives—
Flanders, Ypres-Lys, Somme Offensive. The regiment was mustered out of the Federal service on
April 2, 1919. While the regiment was in Federal service, a new regiment was organized as the 22nd
Engineers, New York State Guard on the 3rd of August, 1917. When the 102nd Engineers was mus-
tered out of Federal service, some of the officers and enlisted men rejoined this State organization. This
organization was redesignated the 102nd Engineers on the 1st of June, 1921.

The regiment took part in the first army maneuvers at Pine Camp in 1935, and at Plattsburg in
1939.

August 4th to 24th, 1940, the regiment took part in First Army Maneuvers at Canton, N. Y., where
the regiment received a citation for its work in crossing the Raquette River.

On October 15th, 1940, the regiment was ordered into the active Federal Service by the President
of the United States, and on October 21st, Companies E and F entrained for Fort McClellan, Alabama.
On October 23rd, the remainder of the regiment was on its way to its new training camp. Its approxi-
mately 700 men were augmented by 100 Selective Trainees on January 30, 1941.
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COMMANDING THE 102d ENGINEERS (COMBAT)

Colonel Burns’ military experience dates from the beginning of the first World War, when he
enlisted as a private with the 102d Engineers Regiment, July 9th, 1917. After serving in New York
and Spartanburg, S. C., he was selected to attend the 3d Engineer Officers’ Training Camp at
Camp Lee, Va. On March 29, 1918, he was commissioned 2d Lieutenant, Corps of Engineers, and
assigned to the 310th Combat Engineers, which was part of the Allied North Russian Expeditionary
Force. It was during this campaign that Colonel Burns distinguished himself in action and won
the British Military Cross and a citation from General lIronsides for bravery.

He was the recipient of the Silver Star Medal and the Russian Order of the St. Stanislaus,
3rd class, with swords.

New York State awarded him the Conspicuous Service Cross with Bar.

Colonel Burns returned to the 102d Engineers in January, 1920, as First Lieutenant, June,
1922, he was promoted to Captain, and four years later Major. He graduated from the Command
and General Staff School at Fort Leavenworth, Kansas, Class 1933.

HISTORY OF THE
()2 QUARTERMASTER REGIMENT

A cross patee of white enamel, with a gold laurel wreath show-
ing between the arms, charges with a buff disc within a blue
ring, on the ring the organization’s motto, “Ducit Amor Patriae
in gold and on the disc a gold fleur-de-lis.

This design was made from the old regimental badge of the
47th Infantry, adopted and worn since the organization of the
Regiment in 1862. The 27th Division Train being the redesigna-
tion of this Regiment in the reorganization of the National Guard
in 1921. The regimental number 47 on red center being replaced
by the buff of the Q.M.C. of which the organization is now a
part. The fleur-de-lis represents the service of the regiment in
the World War.

Originally organized on March 29, 1862, as the 47th Infantry, New York Militia, the 102nd Quarter-
master Regiment of Brooklyn, N. Y., possesses a distinguished record in war and peace.

During the Civil War, the regiment was ordered into Federal service on May 30, 1862 for three (3)
months service at Washington, D.C. and Fort McHenry, Baltimore, Md. Upon being mustered out of
service on September 1, 1862, the regiment returned to Brooklyn, N. Y. and resumed its State status.
It was again mustered into service on June 17, 1863, reporting for duty at Fort Ethan Allen on July 5,
1863. After participating in engagements at Alexandria and Fairfax Court House, and the New York
Draft Riots, the regiment was mustered out on July 23, 1863, and again reverted to its State status.

During the intervening years from 1863 to 1898, the regiment performed duty in aid of the Civil au-
thorities, as follows: July 1877, Riot Duty at HorneUsville, N. Y.; September 21, 1893, at Fire Island,
N. Y.; January 18, 1895 in the Brooklyn Trolley Strike.

The Spanish American War again brought the regiment into Federal service when it was mus-
tered in at Camp Black, Hempstead, N. Y., on May 24, 1898, as the 47th Regiment, N. Y. Volunteer
Infantry. Subsequently the regiment served at Fort Adams, R. I. from June 9, 1898 to October 9, 1898,
upon which latter date it embarked for Ponce, Porto Rico. Returning from Porto Rico on March 10,
1899, the regiment was mustered out of service on March 31, 1899.

The following years brought no unusual activity to the regiment, until it was ordered into the
field at Peekskill, N. Y. in June 1916 to prepare for service on the Mexican Border. This service ter-
minated in August 1916 and the regiment returned to its home station in Brooklyn, N. Y.

On March 31, 1917 the regiment was mustered into service for the World War and was ordered to
duty guarding public utilities, etc., in the Eastern Department. November 1, 1917, found the regiment
with the other organizations of the New York National Guard at Camp Wadsworth, Spartanburg,
S. C.; and on January 4, 1918, it was redesignated the 53rd Pioneer Infantry and left for overseas on
August 5, 1918. During its service in France, the regiment participated in the following battles: St.
Mihiel Offensive, Meuse-Argonne Offensive and Defensive Sector. On May 3, 1919, it returned to the
United States and its personnel was discharged from the service the following month.

During the period covered by the World War service of the regiment its place in the Military
Forces of the State of New York was filled by a Home Guard organization known as the 47th Infantry,
New York Guard. This organization carried on until April 26, 1920, when it was disbanded and the
47th Battalion Engineers, Mounted, New York National Guard was organized. This organization was
redesignated the 27th Division Train, Q. M. C. on November 4, 1921. From the latter date to April 1,
1936, the organization performed the usual duties of a unit of the National Guard.

On April 1, 1936, the 27th Division Train, the Quartermaster Section of Headquarters 27th Division,
and the 102nd Motorcycle Company were organized into the 102nd Quartermaster Regiment; the first
organization of its kind to be organized in the United States, and one which has proved itself to be a
worthy successor of the'Old 47th. With a fine esprit-de-corps and a record for efficiency in the First
Army Manuevers of 1939 and 1940, the regiment was inducted into the Federal military service on Oc-
tober 15, 1940, and entrained for a year’s service at Fort McClellan, Alabama, on October 23, 1940.

Under the present
colors of the Medical Regiment, maroon and white, this organ-
ization served on the Mexican Border and in France and Bel-
gium. The Star represents Mexican Border service (Lone Star of
Texas); the fleur-de-lis represents service during the World War
in France; and the Belgian Lion represents service in Belgium
during the World War.

The first unit was organized at 56 West 66th Street, New York City, N. Y., March 14, 1906, and
was designated the First Field Hospital. Redesignated 102nd Medical Regiment June 1, 1921.

Federal Service: Mexican Border from June 28, 1916 to September 22, 1916. World War from
July 15, 1917 to April 8, 1919. Served with the 27th Division in France and Belgium. World War
Designation— 102nd Sanitary Train, 27th Division.

Battle Streamers—World War: Flanders, Ypres-Lys, Somme Offensive. These streamers are ap-
pended to the Regimental Standard. The units of the Regiment as separate organizations were call-
ed into the Federal service in June, 1916, as part of the 6th Division National Guard of the United States
for duty at McAllen, Texas, on the Mexican Border, the last unit remaining on the Mexican Border
until March, 1917. The organization again entered the Federal service on July 15, 1917, and was mobil-
ized with the New York National Guard at Camp Wadsworth, Spartanburg, South Carolina. In the
World War reorganization the separate organizations were consolidated to form the 102nd Sanitary
Train of the 27th Division. The train went overseas in July, 1917, and the majority of its units partici-
pated in all the operations of the 27th Division in Belgium and France. The units that did not serve
with the 27th Division were on duty elsewhere with the American Expeditionary Force.

Subsequent to 1865, the first Medical Department field unit to be organized and mustered into ser-
vice appears to have been a field hospital of the New York National Guard. A State law of 1905 au-
thorized such a unit. The record of the Adjutant General's Office, State of New York, shows that the
first field hospital was mustered into service on March 14, 1906. It was attached to Division Head-
quarters at 56 West Sixty-sixth Street, New York City. The first ambulance company authorized on
December 10, 1910, was reorganized as a field hospital on November 29, 1911. The first permanent am-
bulance company was authorized November 29, 1911, and was organized at Binghamton on the same
date. The First Field Hospital went into camp at Peekskill, N. Y., with equipment and transporta-
tion during July and August, 1906; then was on field duty each year until 1916; then on the Mexican
Border; and in 1917 was drafted into Federal service for the World War. To the State of New York
belongs the credit for organizing the first modern field hospital unit in this country. It was not, there-
fore, in the Regular Army but in the National Guard that medical field units were first provided.

Major Barth was born at Leavenworth, Kansas, on December 19, 1897. He comes from
an army family, his father, Brigadier General Charles H. Barth, having served in the Army
for over forty-five years. Major Barth entered West Point in 1915. He rose to the rank
of cadet captain and was graduated and commissioned in the Infantry in 1918. He served
in the Army of Occupation in Germany with the 8th Infantry. In 1922 he captained the
American rifle team in the Interallied rifle match of the Rhine Armies and won first place
in the officers’ match.

He transferred to Field Artillery in 1923 and served with the 5th, 16th, and 18th Field
Artillery and also spent three years as an instructor in the Military Department of Alabama
Polytechnic Institute at Auburn, Alabama.

In 1936 Major Barth reported for duty as instructor with the New York National Guard
and served wi-h the 105th and 156th F. A. until the induction of the 27th Division into
Federal Service in October, 1940. While on duty with the 156th F. A. he also served as a
tactical officer at New York Military Academy. He was an instructor in the Command
and Staff School of the 2nd Corps Area (Ft. Dix, New Jersey) for four courses (1936-1939),
and has lectured and written for the New York Na.ional Guardsman on tactical and his-
torical subjects during the same years.

He has been permanently assigned to the Division at his own request and now com-
mands the Special Troops, 27th Division and is its Headquarters Commandant and Provost
Marshal.

Major Barth is a graduate of the United States Military Academy (June, 1918), the Field
Artillery School, Ft. Sill, Okla. (1926), and the Command and General Staff School, Fort
Leavenworth, Kansas (1934-1936). He is a member of Alpha Tau Omega Fraternity.

105th INFANTRY HISTORY

The Regiment left on May 18th for a mobilization camp
at Chickamauga, Georgia, where it was assigned to the
2nd Brigade of the 2nd Division of the IV Army Corps.
On June 1st, it moved again, this time to Tampa, Florida,
where camp was established and drills and instruction
commenced.

Hostilities having practically ceased in Cuba by the
middle of August, the Regiment received orders on Aug-
ust 21st to proceed to Averill Park, about nine miles
southeast of Troy, for recuperation and muster out.

Immediately after the Spanish War the Regiment was
reorganized and resumed its status as State troops. This
was in the period 1899 to 1915.

MEXICAN BORDER SERVICE

Following depredations along the Mexican Border,
perpetrated by Pancho Villa, and the threat of War with
Mexico, President Wilson, on June 19, 1916, called out
the National Guard of the United States for duty along
the Mexican Border. Units of the Regiment assembled
in their respective armories the same day and on June
25th left their home stations. The Regiment concen-
trated in Poughkeepsie and marched to a mobilization
camp near Hopewell Junction, Dutchess County. The
Regiment was there recruited up to war strength of
1800 officers and men and on July 1st was mustered into
the Federal service.

The Mexican situation having quieted during the sum-
mer, the Regiment received orders on September 20th to
return north. Units arrived at their respective home
stations on September 27th and were retained in service
for a couple of weeks while the formalities of checking
property were completed. The last unit was mustered
out 30 October, 1916.

WORLD WAR SERVICE

Just five months after its return from the Mexican
Border President Wilson again called the Regiment into
Federal service. This Regiment was called out by the
President on March 25, 1917.

War was declared on April 6, 1917. On September
24th the regiment started for Camp Wadsworth, Spartan-
burg, South Carolina, arriving on September 27th, exactly
one year before its preliminary attack on the Hindenburg
Line.

A few days after its arrival, orders were issued re-
organizing the New York Division. It became the 27th
Division, United States Army, and the Regiment was
redesignated the “105th Infantry,” attached to the 53rd
Brigade.

On July 14th the Regiment, as part of the 27th Division,
was attached to the Second British Army and assigned
a defense sector known as the East Poperinghe Line in
Belgium, relieving the Durham Light Infantry. In Au-
gust it took over the Dickebush Sector and the end of
that month it advanced several hundred yards over Vier-
straat Ridge in the Ypres Salient near Kemmil Hill.

The 105th Infantry had the honor of being the first
American regiment to hold a sector of the line in Belgium.
The first soldier in the Division to be killed in action was
a member of the Regiment as was the first soldier in the
Division to receive a decoration. The first prisoners and
the first German machine gun taken by the Division were
captured by this Regiment.

STATE SERVICE 1920 TO DATE

Almost immediately after muster out in April 1919,
officers of the various companies of the Regiment began
to lay plans for reorganizing these units and by the
middle of the summer considerable progress had been
made. Early in the fall, application was made to the
War Department for Federal recognition of the Regiment
and the various units were inspected and accepted Fed-
erally, during the winter of 1919-1920.

Upon its reorganization in the State service, the Regi-
ment reverted for a time to its original name of the “2nd
New York Infantry”, but on 1 June 1921 the War Depart-
ment redesignated it the “105th Infantry”.

Since its reorganization the Regiment has advanced
steadily in training and in general efficiency. It has at-
tended annual field training camps each summer since the
war, twice at Plattsburgh; twice at Pine Camp and four-
teen times at Camp Smith, Peekskill.

The battle records, traditions and esprit handed down
to the present Regiment, which were developed during
the trying days of 1898 and 1916 to 1919 have been care-
fully fostered and preserved.

After nearly a year’s preliminary hardening and train-
ing at Plattsburg, N. Y., and Spartanburg, S. C., the regi-
ment sailed for France on June 30, 1918, under command
of Col. Merritt H. Smith. From its arrival at Brest on
July 13 until September 1, the 104th underwent the stren-
uous artillery school training at Camp de Souge where
the New Yorkers, previously experienced only with the
less accurate American 3-inch field gun, learned to use
the famous French 75 and the equally unfamiliar goniom-
eter. Declared ready for combat long before the sched-
uled training period was over, the regiment entrained for
the front, arriving at Longueville, in the shell-ravaged
Verdun sector, on September 4. From that memorable
night, when officers and men mistook the distant flare of
artillery fire for a lightning storm, until the Armistice two
months later, the 104th fought entirely within a radius of
20 miles of bloody, historic Verdun. A French maxim
states that to be a finished artilleryman you must have
served on the right bank of the Meuse. If so, the 104th
quickly became finished artillerymen for its guns echoed
often across that winding river of death.

As part of the 52nd Field Artillery Brigade, commanded
by Brig. Gen. George A. Wingate, the 104th was first
attached to the 33d, later to the 79th Division, but did not
rejoin its own 27th Division until after the Armistice.
Time after time the regiment, along with its brother artil-
lery units, the 105th and 106th, was called upon to give
artillery support first in one section of the line, then in
another, until travel-wearied cannoneers dubbed the
brigade “Wingate’'s Three-Ring Circus and Sideshow.”
The 52nd Brigade was the first American artillery to fire
over its own troops, winning commendation even from
cynical doughboys long accustomed to accusing their sup-
porting guns of firing into their own lines by mistake.

The 104th first saw action on September 9, occupying a
front-line sector in support of the 33d Division, in the
17th French Corps, of the First American Army. During
the prepared attack on the St. Mihiel salient, September
12, the regiment fired more than 10,000 rounds of HE and
shrapnel in nine hours and experienced severe retaliation
from German guns and howitzers across the Meuse. When
the great St. Mihiel offensive began on September 25, as
part of the gigantic Allied drive from the Alps to the
North Sea, the 104th laid down a rolling barrage behind
which the right battalion of the 132nd Infantry advanced
with complete success. From then on the regiment was
almost constantly in action. Two officers and 18 enlisted
men were killed, seven officers and 37 men wounded in
action.

From October 30 until hostilities ceased, the 104th and
the other regiments of the 52nd Brigade functioned in
support of the 79th Division in the operations north of
Verdun which saw the Germans make a last, desperate
stand against the inspired drive of the Allies. The regi-
ment sailed for home March 4, 1919, and was demobilized
April 1

In the 46 days from September 26 until November 11,
1918, the 104th’s guns fired a total of 66,782 rounds— more
than 1,000,000 pounds of HE and shrapnel. Proof of the
regiment’s efficiency in living up to its motto—Always
Prepared—is the astonishing fact that not a single gun
burst during this intensive firing, although at times the
piping hot bores had to be swabbed constantly with cold
water. One gun of the regiment—nicknamed “Old Co-
lumbo” because of its serial number, 14692— still functions
perfectly as the third section piece of F Battery. During
the War “Old Columbo’s” chief of section was Sgt. Adrian
J. Jacques, who was awarded the Silver Star and the
Conspicuous Service Cross for gallantry in action. After
the Armistice all guns of the AEF were pooled in France
for shipment back to the United States. “Old Columbo”
vanished in the melee of thousands of artillery pieces.
In February, 1920, many of the veteran pieces were re-
assigned to National Guard units and by a strange coinci-
dence “Old Columbo” was designated the third section
piece of F Battery of the 104th, whose first sergeant was
then and still is the same Sgt. Jacques.

Thirteen officers and men who were with the 104th
during the War are still in the regiment. Oldest in point
of service is Sgt. Henry Scherr, supply sergeant of A
Battery, who has been in the regiment continuously since
February, 1915. Others in addition to Sgt. Jacques, who
enlisted in May, 1916, and has had the second longest
continuous service, are: Lt. Col. Leonard J. McCann, Sec-

ond Battalion C.O0., who was a wartime corporal in D
Battery; Capt. Arthur S. O'Brien, commanding F Battery,
who enlisted in 1913 but has not had continuous service
with the 104th; Capt. George A. Wolfe, Regimental Ad-
jutant, a 1917 enlistee in B Battery who also won the
Silver Star and a commission for his outstanding service;
Capt. Joseph L. Gurzny, Regimental S-2, enlisted 1911 in
1st N. Y. F. A., first sergeant of A Battery in 1917-18;
Tech. Sgt. Albert J. Sinnock, now attached to First Bat-
talion Service Battery, who was a 1st lieutenant overseas;
1st Sgt. Ward E. Brown, of C Battery, the same outfit he
served during the War; 1st Sgt. Charles R. Shirley, of B
Battery; Sgt. Jeremiah W. McSweeney, now attached to
Second Battalion Service Battery, who went overseas as
a driver in E Battery but transferred to the 34th Division;
Pfc. Ralph E. Wheeler, of B Battery, a wartime sergeant
in C Battery; Pfc. James E. Small, of A Battery, who was
cited for conspicuous gallantry in the vicinity of Brabant-
sur-Meuse in relaying firing data as a telephone operator
to a platoon of his battery, thereby enabling the guns to
remain in action; and Pvt. Omer C. Wood, World War
veteran of C Battery, now in Regimental Headquarters
Battery.

Since Major O’'Ryan’s tenure the 104th has had the fol-
lowing regimental commanders: Col. Henry H. Rogers,
1914-16; Col. Merritt H. Smith, 1916-18; Col. Charles C.
Pulis, 1918-19; Col. John T. Delaney, 1919-23; Col. James
E. Austin, 1923-26; Col. Charles G. Blakeslee (later Com-
manding General, 52nd F. A. Brigade), 1926-36, and Col.
Redmond F. Kernan, Jr., commanding officer since 1936.

Still equipped with the French 75-mm. gun, M1897 A4,
the regiment is officially designated as 105mm. howitzer,
truck-drawn, and'has been reorganized accordingly. It is
a part of the 53d Infantry Brigade combat team, being the
supporting artillery for the 105th and 106th Infantry.
Home station of the regiment is the 104th Field Artillery
armory at 168th St. and 91st Ave., Jamaica, N. Y. Bing-
hamton units occupy a modern armory at 85 West End
Ave., Binghamton; Syracuse units are temporarily based
at the Fair Grounds in Syracuse, awaiting completion of
a new armory.

Service for the World War. Arriving at Camp Wadsworth,
Spartanburg, S. C., in the early fall, the 3d Brigade was
redesignated the 53d Brigade of the 27th Division. It now
was comprised of the 105th and 106th Infantry Regiments
and the 105th Machine Gun Battalion and was com-
manded by Brigadier General Robert E. L. Michie of the
Regular Army.

During May, 1918, the 53d Brigade sailed for overseas
and assembled with its Division in the Rue Area. On
June 14th the Brigade lost its first wartime commander,
General Michie, by sudden death while en route by train
to the Rue Area. Colonel James M. Andrews, 105th In-
fantry, was placed in temporary command until Brigadier
General Albert H. Blanding, past Chief of the National
Guard Bureau, took over on September 1st. In October,
General Blanding was succeeded by Brigadier-General
Charles |. DeBoise following the crossing of the LeSelle
River.

The record of the 53d Brigade overseas shows the fol-
lowing major operations: the Dickebusch-Scherpenberg
Defensive Sector in Flanders, the Ypres-Lys Offensive in
Belgium, and the Somme Offensive in Picardy. These
operations covered the battles, engagements, and minor
operations of East Poperinghe Line, Vierstraat Ridge, the
Knoll-Guillemont Farm, Quennemont Farm, the Hinden-
burg Line, LeSelle River, Jonc DeMer Ridge, and the St.
Maurice River.

The 53d Brigade returned to the United States early in
1919 and was demobilized at Camp Upton on March 30,
1919.

During 1917-18-19 the old 3d Brigade was not entirely
absent from its headquarters in Albany. As its original
men left for Camp Wadsworth, its offspring came to life
and during the war a provisional brigade known as the
3d Brigade, New York Guard, continued to function at
home. It was commanded by Brigadier General Francis
De Forest Kemp and consisted of the 1st, 2d, and 10th
Infantry Regiments, the 5th Battalion of Infantry, Squad-
ron D of Cavalry, and the 2d Field Hospital Company, all
of the New York Guard. On October 9, 1919, Brigadier
General James W. Lester was placed in command.

Commencing in 1921 the 3d Brigade again went through
reorganization and came out of the mill consisting of the
2d, 10th, and 23d Infantry Regiments of the New York
National Guard. On June 1st the title, 3d Brigade, went
out of existence forever when it was redesignated the
53d Brigade in an order which perpetuated to the 53d
Brigade the history and records of the Headquarters of
the 3d Brigade of Infantry.

The Headquarters Company of the 53d Brigade was
organized on July 13, 1921, and in the fall of the same
year The Brigade was again assigned to the 27th Division
New York National Guard. At the same time it again
assumed its old wartime composition of the 105th and
106th Infantry Regiments as its component parts with the
10th Infantry Regiment. In September, 1940, the 106th
Infantry was taken out of the Brigade and the 10th In-
fantry made a component part of the Brigade. In Decem-
ber, 1940, the 10th Infantry was redesignated the 106th
Infantry by the War Department.

Since 1921 the commanding officers of the 53d Brigade
have been Brigadier Generals Franklin W. Ward, Ransom
H. Gillett, and Walter A. Delamater, Brigadier General
Bernard W. Kearney, and its present commanding officer,
Brigadier General Ogden J. Ross.

The shield of the 53d Brigade is a ship superimposed
on a background of infantry blue and riding on a wreath
of orange and blue. With its headquarters in the old
Dutch city of Albany this insignia is most fitting as will
be realized when the War Department’s description of the
insignia is read. “The crest is Henry Hudson’s ship, ‘Half
Moon,  in which he discovered the Hudson River in 1609.
The original white settlement in New York was Dutch
and the twists of the wreath are orange and blue, the
colors of Nassau.”

Present War Department Tables of Organization limit
the wartime strength of the 53d Brigade Headquarters
and Headquarters Company to 6 officers and 77 enlisted
men. This means that only 77 persons in the world have
legal right to wear the insignia. The pride with which
the Commanding General of the 53d Brigade, his staff and
his company wear the insignia is readily understandable.
