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Scope of Collection: 
 
Kenneth Powers, Historian of the 69th Regiment, created this collection of material about the 69th  
Regiment and several military units, including the 165th , 105th,  7th, 9th, 14th, Squadron A and 
other regiments, the National Guard, 27th and 42nd Divisions as well as other units The bulk of 
the material is concerned with the Civil War, World War I and World War II, although there is 
material about the origins of some of the units prior to the Civil War and material about these 
units in the Spanish-American War and Mexican Border Service as well. Most of the units in the 
collection were related to the 69th Regiment in some way, chiefly by serving in larger military 
units. Powers retired as a Lt. Col. Inf., New York Guard. He was also very interested in Irish and 
Irish-American history as well as Powers family history and collected material related to these 
topics. He also was interested in the history of military uniforms, as well as medals and insignia 
and there is a substantial amount of material related to this interest. The collection includes 
original manuscripts and documents, photographs, maps, military uniform prints, scrapbooks, 
newspapers, broadsides, many photocopied newspaper and magazine articles and other formats 
of material. It is possibly the largest collection of material related to the history of the historic 
69th Regiment in existence. The New York State Military Museum Research Center has 
numerous regimental histories related to the 69th Regiment and the other regiments, brigades and 
divisions with historical materials in this collection. Some histories of the 69th Regiment include:

States published by the Company of Military Historians. The Company of Military Historians is 



an organization founded in 1949 dedicated to the study of the uniforms, equipment, history and 
traditions of members of the U.S. Armed Forces and other nations serving in the Western 
Hemisphere. The Military Uniforms series has been published for many years by subscription to 
members of the Company and now has over 850 prints. The prints are done by well-known 
artists based upon extensive research by Company members and are accurate depictions of 
uniforms and equipment used by various military units. Most plates are accompanied by a 1-2 
page description of the uniforms and equipment depicted as well as historical data about the unit 
during the time the uniform would have been used. All historical/descriptive notes have authors 
listed and all plates have names of the artists. There are many prints in the series collected here, 
including a few duplicate plates.  
 
This series also includes a series of plates from the National Guard Heritage series and a set of 
plates called The American Soldier published by the U.S. Army, Center of Military History.

This unit, known as the Washington Greys, (named from the fact that the unit escorted Gen. 
Washington during his inauguration as President), was originally formed as an artillery company 
in 1784; in 1809, it was designated 4th Regt., NYS Artillery, the designation was changed in 



1812 to the 3rd Regt. NYS Artillery and in 1847 to the 8th Regt. NYS Militia; in 1908, after other 
changes, it was designated the 8th Coast Defense Command, N.G.S.N.Y. in 1914 and in 1917, it 
was named the 8th Coast Artillery Corps, NYG. During World War II, it was designated the 258th 
Field Artillery and the 2nd Battalion was later named the 991st Field Artillery Battalion. The 
regiment saw service in the War of 1812, several battles of the Civil War, was called out several 
times for riot and disaster service, guarded New York harbor and fought in France during World 
War I and the regiment fought chiefly in the European theater during World War  II with some 
men serving in Africa and the South Pacific.

Historical Note: The 9th Regiment had several changes of name over its nearly two centuries of 
life and the following is an abstract of that history of name changes. Founded in 1799 as the 6th 
Regiment, the name was changed to 2nd NYS Artillery in 1805 and to 9th Regiment, NYS 
Artillery in 1812. There was a reorganization of the regiment in 1850 and the name remained 9th 
Regiment. The regiment had many Irish nationalists and in 1858 many of these men transferred 
to the 69th New York Regiment and the 9th Regiment was once more reorganized in 1859. It 
entered the Civil War in the U.S. service as the 9th Regiment, but the name was changed to the 
83rd New York Volunteers and it was mustered out by that name in 1864. After the war, it 
became the 9th Regiment, National Guard, State of New York, which name lasted until 1898 
when it was designated 9th Regiment Infantry, New York Volunteers. In 1899, it was renamed 9th 
Regiment, National Guard, New York. In 1908, it became the 9th Coast Artillery and in 1914, the 
9th Coast Defense Command. In 1917, as it was called into U.S. service for World War I, it 
became the 9th Coast Artillery Corps, New York Guard and in 1920, the name was changed to 9th 
Coast Defense Command, N.Y.N.G. and in the 1924 it became the 244th Coast Artillery and it 
served under that designation during World War II. The unit was also known as the New York 
City Guard from 1859-1861. 
 
New York City Guard 
 
There is also material that includes documents of the 9th Regt. and 11th Regt., both of which were 
part of the City Guard. The City Guard was formed in 1833 in New York City as the Pulawski 
Cadets (named for the Casimir Pulaski) and its’ name was changed to New York City Guard in 
1840. In 1847 it became part of the 11th Regt. and in 1857, it transferred to the 55th Regt. and 
finally in 1859, it became part of the 9th Regt. as C Company. The name eventually became 
another name for the entire 9th Regt.

The 13th Regiment has a history from the earliest colonial era of Brooklyn, NY, having begun as 
a company of “Minute Men” in 1654. It became the Right Flank Company of the 64th Regiment 
in 1775 and remained with that name through the War of 1812; it later was called the Brooklyn 
City Guard. In 1847, the City Guard along with 8 other companies formed the 13th Regiment of 
Infantry. It served in the Civil War and until 1900 with that designation, when it was changed to 
13th Heavy Artillery and in 1914, it became the 13th Coast Defense Command. The unit was 
broken up during WW I and officers and men served with several other artillery units. In 1924, it 
was redesignated as the 245th Coast Artillery and in1963 the regiment was removed from the 
active rolls of the U.S. military.

Created from several militia regiments in 1847, the 14th Regiment (renumbered 84th NYV but 
always called the 14th Regt.) fought in several battles of the Civil War, including both 1st and 2nd 
Manassas, Antietam, Gettysburg, and Spottsylvania. It was mustered in during the Spanish 
American War, but saw no action. During World War I, it furnished 350 men to the 69th Regt. as 
part of the 42nd Div. and later became part of the 106th Inf. 105th Field Artillery and 102nd 
Engineers of the 27th Div. and later was reorganized as the 2nd Pioneer Inf. During World War II, 
the reconstituted regiment became the 187th Field Artillery Regt., in 1943 reorganized as three 
Field Artillery Battalions, incl. the 955th F.A. Batt.; these battalions saw over 335 days of combat 
in Europe during the war. During the Korean War, the 955th F.A. Batt. saw action again. After 
other reorganizations, it was designated the 142d Heavy Tank Battalion in 1950 and in 1959 as 



the 142d Armor. A nickname of the regiment begun in the Civil War was the Red Legged Devils 
from their red trousered uniform patterned after the French Zouave uniform.

The 15th Regiment was formed in 1913 and organized as the 15th Inf., NYNG in 1916. It was 
redesignated as the 369th Infantry in 1918 as part of the 93rd Div. and in April 1918 was attached 
to the French Fourth Army. After service in France, the unit was demobilized and in 1921 was 
again reorganized as the 369th Inf. During World War II, it was inducted into Federal service in 
1941 and in 1943 the regiment was broken up into 369th and 870th Antiaircraft Artillery 
Battalions. In 1959, the regiment was redesignated as the 141st Transportation Battalion. It was 
known as the Harlem Hellfighters during their service in World War I in France where they won 
the French Croix de Guerre with Silver Star.

This regiment was the first engineer regiment in the National Guard. It was organized May 13, 
1861 as the Union Grays (aka the Money Regiment for the many well-to-do men who organized 
it), was designated the 22nd Regiment. The regiment was at Harper’s Ferry and Gettysburg and 
helped to suppress the Draft Riots of July 1863 in New York during the Civil War. After the 
Spanish American conflict, the unit was redesignated as the 22nd Engineers. The unit served in 
the Mexican Border campaign in 1916 and during World War I, after redesignation as the 102nd 
Engneers, 27th Inf. Div., it took part in the conflicts at Flanders, Ypres and the Somme. During 



World War II, the 102nd Eng. were in the Pacific theater and served in the battles of Makin Is., 
Eniwetok, Saipan and Okinawa. After the war, it was reactivated as the 102nd Engineer Battalion 
in the 42nd Inf. Div.

This unit was organized January 1862 as the 23rd Regiment Infantry, NYNG in Brooklyn, NY 
and mustered into federal service in 1863 and fought at Gettysburg. It served during the Mexican 
Border conflict in 1916 and in 1917 was re-designated the 106th Infantry in the 27th Inf. Div. and 
served during the battles of Flanders and Ypres and the Somme.  After the war it was re-
designated the 23rd Regt., NYNG and in 1921, it was permanently re-designated as the 106th 
Infantry. During World War II, the unit was designated the 186th Field Artillery Regt. which was 
triangulated into 3 other battalions, 771st, 953rd and 186th battalions and the 101st Military Police 
Battalion. The military police battalions served all over the world during war, especially the 
South Pacific, while the other three battalions served in the European theater during the war. 
After the war, 106th was reactivated as part of the 42nd (Rainbow) Division.

History: 
 
The 71st Regt. was formed as a militia regiment in October 1850 and was known as the American 
Rifles, later changed to American Guard. Formed as a product of the anti-immigrant mood 
during the late 1840s, the regiment at first consisted of four rifle companies and in 1852 with the 
addition of 3 other companies taken from the 1st Regt. Cavalry, the 71st Regiment was formed. 
During the Civil War, the regiment served at the battle of First Bull Run, in the defenses of 
Washington, DC and later members of the regiment joined with the 124th NYS Inf. to fight in 
several other battles of the war. The 71st later served in the Spanish American War, the Mexican 
Border conflict of 1916 and in 1917, the regiment became the 54th Pioneer Inf. and served with 
the 1st and 3rd Armies at Meuse-Argonne and with the Army of Occupation of the Rhine. During 
World War II, the regiment served as part of the 44th Inf. Div. in both the European and Pacific 
theaters of operation. The 1st Battalion also served in the Aleutian campaign. After the war, the 
71st was reactivated and Federalized as part of the 42d Inf. Div., NYNG. Later changes resulted 
in the 71st regimental companies designated as the 1st Battle Group, 71st Inf., NY Army National 
Guard. It should be noted that the History of the 7st Regiment, N.G.N.Y., 1919, states that a fire 
in the regiment’s armory in 1902 destroyed the documents and scrapbooks that had been stored 
at the armory.

Troop C 
was involved in the Spanish American conflict in Puerto Rico in 1898; in 1904 it  was 
redesignated as Squadron C, NYNG and its’ new armory was located on Bedford Avenue in 



Brooklyn in 1907; in 1911, the 1st NY Cavalry was formed with Squadrons A, B,C and D and in 
1916 the 1st NY Cavalry was sent to the Mexican Border and in 1917, the unit served in France; 
in 1921, the unit was redesignated the 101st Cavalry and after being made a mechanized unit in 
1942 as the 101 and 116 Cavalry Reconnnaissance Squadrons it served in Europe in 1944-45; 
after several redesignations, it was made the 1st Battalion, 101st Cavalry in 1993 and its 
headquarters was moved to Staten Island.

History: Alfred Joyce Kilmer, 1886-1918, was born in New Brunswick, NJ and attended college 
at Rutgers and Columbia Colleges, married Aline Murray and had 4 children. In 1914, he joined 
the 7th Regiment, NYNG, and enlisted in 1917 with the 165th Infantry. We was promoted to 
Sergeant in March 1918 and was killed in action at the battle of Chateau-Thierry, July 30, 1918 
and is buried in the military cemetery in Fere-en-Tardenois, France. We was awarded the Croix 
de Guerre posthumously. He published 6 volumes of poetry during his lifetime, including  
Trees and Other Poems, which included his most famous poem, Trees.

Photographs 
 
The Powers Collection has many photographs of a wide variety of sizes and both color and 

monochrome. The photographs are an integral part of the Powers Collection. It should be noted 
that there are many photographs found in the textual collections as well because they were 
collected with the textual material. These latter photos were kept with the textual collection in 
order to not lose the context of the surrounding papers and records. The photographs listed below 
were found separate from any textual material, however, an effort has been to organize these 
photographs by their military unit and should be used along with the other textual material about 
the specific units. 

 
The photographs are arranged, as the textual collections, generally by military unit (e.g. 69th 

Regiment) or if no unit can be identified, they are filed in a general group and described 
individually. 

 
The photographs date chiefly from the First World War to the present, although there are also 

photos from the Spanish American War and Mexican Border conflicts.
