Wao crose:d the river below Frederickshurg
about dark Saturday night, picketed until day-
break Sunday morning, st which time onr whole
corps (ie 6!1,) had crossed the river and had
occupied the eity, There was considerably ax-
tillery firlng between us and the enemy until
about 10 ¢’clock A, M., when the whole line was
ordered to charge the heights. '

The bill back of the town was taken in less
than fifteen minutes by the Light Division, eom-
manded by Col. Burnham (6th Maine,) on the
right, and the 334 N. Y. 8. V. on the-1eft. As
soon 88 our line eould be reformed we (the 33d,)
were ordered to charge the helphis cyghe laft of
those already taken. Away we welt with a
-cheer, and in less than 20 minutas —o had gained
the top of the hill, capturing one brass pieca
just loaded for otir benesi, but which the rebels
had not time to discharge or take away. Here
we Were met by a galling five from two lines of |
bstile which the enemy had formed within one |
hiindred yards of us, but the gallant 854 faltered-
aot. At them went our boys, loading and Aring
as faat a9 they could. A storm of bullets swept
the bill, thinning our ranks terribly, but our |
brave boys stood it like herces, and many a rebel
bit the dust. We held the hill for forfy minutes
under the most galliing fire I have ever seén, un-
supported either on the right or the left. Atthe
expiration of that fime the Tth Maine srrived,
-and together we soon drove the rebels beyoud

the reach of our fire, .

The balance of our-division having by fhis
time arrived on the heights to onr left the dpht-
ing closed, end the heights of Frederickeburg -

I am in thiz hospital, disabled from the ef-
ferts of a wound received ab the battle of
Frederickshary, on the 3d insk. Owur brigade,
the 83, 24 dlvision, 6th Corps, stormed and
carried those fatal belghts in'the rear of Freder- !
icksburg on the day previous,'Sundsy. Don’t
you think it would be better to lose an advam-
tage, than to commebea an attack on that holy
day? Ido, Tnatesd of fortifying and holding
thoge Befghis, gained with so, much loss, we
pressed on in an insane sttempt to form a june -
tion with Hooker, Sunday night we encampéd
on & barrer. bill side, and at daybreak Mondsy,
we stood under arma, prepared for 98 emergen-
vy, No canseof alarm :appesimg, we .cooked
our coffee and ate breakfast. Neariy every omne

Buturduy. last was. made a grand holiday
in Geneve, in commemoration of the return
Jof the 35d N. ¥. Volunieers—or rather the

tlozen bloody battles through which the regi-
ment las passed. The day was excessively
hot and sultry, yet the heat and dust in no
wise checked the enthusisstic ardor of our
yvillage and country people, who tarned ont

pageant.

The regiment arrived by steamboat at half
past 10 o'clock in the morning, and were re-
ceived at the landing by the village authori-
ties and a_ depriation’ of citizens numbering
about 50.
