From ihe 21st day of SBeptember, 1861, mnlil |’
the present moment, this regiment has been
constantly in the face of the enenyy, skirmish-
mg, recomnoitering, ortaking part inall the
great events of the war.  After the first Bull
Ran battle it made the first reconnoisance to
Fairfzx, and "subsequently was complimented
for a forced march of twenty-one miles in mid’
| winter, over the worst roads. Throughout
he Peninsular campaign it took a prominent
part part. AL the battle of Golden's farm it
 11eld the extreme right of the line on the Chick-
| shominy, when by its steady valor, nssailed by
treble its own numbery, it repulsed the famouos
Eighth Georgia regiment in three charged, and
confributed parily to the safe escape of' Porter
across the river.  In connection with the
Maryiand campaign its conduct was conspicu-
ous. Afier thefirst battle of Frederickshurg,
when it was deented advisable to organize a
Light Division for the most trying and ardoous |
| service, the Forty-third regiment was -one of
{five chosen from the army, forits dash and
eaduranee, to constitute a part of the infantry
force. At the second batile of Fredericksburg
afier Schaller's brigade had been repulsed, the
tagk of carrying the Heights was entrusted to
“toe Light Division, consisting of the Gth Maine,
8th Wisconsin and 31st New York on the left
and the é1st Pennsylvania and 424 New York

This was the Glst
Pennsylvania, whi& retreated in confusion on
43d, ‘Then occurred a scene seldom witnessed
in warfare; the 434 receiving the shock of the

"ing fire, and then actaally charged through the
affrighted Pennsylvanians, carrying its colors
gallantry into the enemy's works, capturing
gons and  prisoners, and only hLalting in the
pursuit when it had thrown its wearled braves
ngeinst the works at Salem Heights, where
Brooks lost a thousaud men the same alter-
noon. It is a regiment cowmposed of such
material as this, rednced by battle and disease,
that we desire our citizens to give their earuest
support.

Correapondence of the Evening Jourpal, -~ - .
Faruouvra, May Tth, 1363,

You already know that we have fought a
series of terrific baitles among the Fredericks-
burg hills ; Lut ey part in it perhaps you have
not learned, The “Light Division,” to which
we belong, has covered itself with honor.
Though fully one-half are missing, we, who
are leit, foel that our part was well done,

It was our Division who performed the perii-
ous and delicaie work of laying the pontoons,
and wlich wes done in darkness and in such
silence that cur crossing waa a perfect surprise,

But the deed of peril and of glory was storm-
ing the heights back of the clty. One cannot
imagine the terrors of that fight. Through
‘gtorms of bullets, grape and bursting shell, oor

What the 43d Did in the Late Batiles.

The part of the 43d in the late battles com-
nenced on the night of the 28th of April,
when the regiment spent a most teilsome night

in carrying the ponioons by hand down to the |

river and lannching them.

The tweo following days, the 28¢h and S0th,
were passed under arms on this side of the
river, and at § . M. on the lat of May, Col.
Bakgr was ordered, with one hundred men
from eacl of the five regiments of our Light
Division, to crosg the river and relieve the
picket line.

At Jdark the entire division crossed to Sup-

 port the picket line.

At 5 P. M. on the 2d, the line of pickets un-
der Col. Baxer advanced and skirmished for
an bour, driving the enemy before them. At
12 that night we were under arms angl skir-
mished up to the city of Fredericksburg,
reaeiling the city at daylight on the morning
of Sunday, the Bk

The enemy being driven out of Fredericks-
_fburg- at 10 4, x, the division stormed the
! beights, under & tremendous fire of cauister
and musketry.

The sascent was very steep, and sbout a
quarter of 2 mile in length. Here Captain
EricezrBocEER Was killed.

At the beginning of the agcent, the regiment
in front of the 48d broke and fell back upen
u8. It was in attempting o rally this broken
regiment that the gallant Lieut, Koong, of Al~
bany, met his death.

Finding it in vainto attempt getting through,
the broken regiment in front of us, the Colonel
drew off the colors to one side, rallied the re-
giment around them, and, ss soon as the way
wad clear, the works were charged at double-
quick and carried, the colors of cur regiment
being the firsi which were planted on the re-
doubt on the right, and those of the 6th Maine
on the left.

The 434 here captured twenty-five prisoners
and one gun. ‘The retreating enemy were pur-
sued for three or foyr miles, the 43d being half
g mile in advance of all the reat. At this
point the regiment was halted, by order of
Gen. SEDGWICK, within half a mile of a strong
position and force of the encmy, which was
attacked that pight and found to be im-
pregnable.

On Monday, the Rebels returned in cur res.r,
and re-occupied the hexghts which we had so
perilously wen.

The 43d having been ordered to leave their
knapsacks and haversacks in Fredericksburg,
our men were for two days without food, and
now held the position on the exfremse right,
where we had seven companies deployed. On
this picket line, Capt, LoDer, while galiantly
and coolly leading his company, was shot
through the head and died the next moring.

Capt. Lone® wad one of the bravest and
coolest of our men. He had been struck by a
bultet upon the belt-plate during the charge
upon the fort, but recovering, said gaily that
he would be the first man upon the works,
w_t_lich he actually was.




During the afiernoon the entire fD]I'CE on the
left which held the position, was withdrawn,
exeept the 43d and two companies of the Blst
Ni?wi;:r:nly al this moment that we discov-
ered that the pickets, as wc‘all sathe force on tl;e
left, was wit hdrawn, leaving our fiank entirely
