From 1906 obituary...soldier had an honorable record as a soldier. He enlisted 
in 1861 in the 49th New York Volunteer Infantry. He served through the 
Peninsular campaign, and was in the battle of Yorktown, Williamsburg, 
Mechanicsville and the "seven days before Richmond". He was discharged for 
disability in March, 1863; came to Washington a year later and was employed 
in the general land office until 1884.  He resigned as chief of the swampland 
division to enter upon the practice of law. Dr. Crissey was graduated from the 
Columbian College of Medicine in the class of 1871, or which he was 
valedictorian. In 1879 he was graduated from the National Law University, 
being president of his class. He resided in the District of Columbia forty-two 
years, and devoted much of his time to philanthropic work. He was 
superintendent of the Bethany Mission for thirteen years, and 
superintendent of the Sunday school of the New York Avenue Presbyterian 
Church for some time. He was a ruling elder of this church for about twenty-
two years, resigning a short time since on account of ill health. When Dr. 
Crissey first came to Washington he was a member of the Calvary Baptist 
Church, and with others, established a mission, holding its first meeting in a 
lumber yard near Long Bridge. This mission has since developed into a 
prosperous church. Later he assistsed in building Gurley Memorial Church and 
Faith Chapel. Dr. Crissey was a member of the Sons of the American 
Revolution, being descended from John Davenport, Roger Williams, Leicester 
Grosvenor and Anan Winsor. December 18, 1867 he married Miss H. Marie 
Morse, daughter of Charles H. Morse of Cambridge, Mass.
