My DEAR PARENTS: ¥ We have met the ensmy, and
they-are ours.” We left Baton Rouge at sunrise on the
20th justant, and arrived here yesterdsy moraing. Our
advance was checked about a mile below, by & masked
battery of the rebels, but afier an hour's severe fighting,
we drove them from their position. After moving on a
short distance, we filed into a field, and rested until an
order came to f311 in. An artillery fight beganbstween
our forces and those of the €nemy about 2 P. M., and
lasted until 3 P. M., when the 116th New Yotk and 49th
Massachusetts were ordered to the left, to drive the ene

through the woeds, when we came to a small open field,
entirely surrounded by thick woods. Scarcely had our
regiment cleared the woods, when a heavy fire was opsned
on us from the opposite woods. The Major quickly got
our boys into line, and returced the fire; but this kind of
fighting did not su't us, 50 we eeased firing, fixed bayo,
nets, and charged across the field. Gereral Augur saw
the charge, and said he never saw a better one. But I
must close, i orcer to get this off today. We lost nine
killed, and about fifty wounded. We have buried nearly
thirty rebels, and are still atit. I can’t say exactly how
many prisoners were takes; I should think near teventy.
I took four myself during & second charge. Our friends
ars all sound. I went through the whole fight on my
horsze, and was not hurt, but my horie was wounded
through the leg. Good bys,

“We were inspected by Capt. Baker, onc of Gen.
Tranklin’s staff, who has been with the General ever
sincs he was a Cclonel. The Captain is a graduate of
West Point, and has inspected over 83 regiments in the
army of the Potomac, and he shewed his report to
Col. Love the other day, in which he says: ‘In milita-
ry bearing, appearance of arms and equipments, per-
fection in the monual of dwill, ete., it far exceeded
any regiment he had ever inspected.” So you see the
conscripts have got to come up to a high military

¢ Lagh evening, or rather in the afternoon, was the
first funeral with military honors we have had. Poor
Elisha Cottier, brother to our former Lieut. Colonel,
died after over two mounths’ illness of fever succeeded
by diarrhoa. His resignation had been sent forward
some time ago, but no answer till the night before his
death, when it came, accepted.  He was aman and of-
ficer always to he thought of by his companions; his
Toss always te he remembered with sorrow. Ile was
cne always jovial, laughing and good-hearted, no mat-
ter how dark times appeared to others. Our total loss
i officers died of disease is only two; killed in action
five, viz: 1 Colonel, 1 Captain, 3 Lieutenants. Lnlist-
ed men killed in action 283, I.don’t remember the ex-
act number died of discase, butdtis small in propor-
tion te other regiments. “

‘I was talking with an agent for HMall’s plantation,

a mile or two below here. Hall lives in Europe—hag
for many years—and employed Pierce to rum kis plan-
tation, at a salavy of $3,000 per year, and found—no
expensces whatever, nor estimating his chances in the
market, which are not to be overlooked. Pierce had
for the five years before the rebellion handed over to
Hall—the smallest amount in any one of those five
yea ,000, the 'greatest, $52,000, clear of all ex-
pen, The cost of a negro was $28 and some cents
per month. I dowt wonder no exertions were ever
made for improvements in any way, nor that they nev-
er were in favor of freeing the slaves.”

I had commard of five companies,
while ‘Capt. Hizging had tha other five as res ive, but
they wers also afterwards rent cut. Gen. Paine com-
manding, leading division on the right, led the way, and
being with his skirwishers, of course wés among ths first
wounded, thouih I believe not very badly. Time, howev-
er, was3 lost in transferring the command to genior colorel,
bezides nine morth’s mse, whoss tive is out in the conrss
of a week or {wo, sre nons for the field. Well, we failed
to enter, and held ¢ - own, then. One company, I belisve
of the 4th Wisconsin, were ciptured, besides forty-two
wounded.
